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Procedural technology of public relations in tourism: facilitation

In the article the practical aspects of using in the tourism business a procedural technology of public relations
such as facilitation are discussed; the model and the basic steps of a process of facilitation were described; as
one of the main tools of the facilitation process the «brainstormingy and it’s types and especially its applica-
tion in practical activities of enterprises in the article are discussed in details; the classification of the facilita-
tors, as well as those professional skills, which specialists of this profile should have were described.

Key words: public relations, facilitation, tourism industry, tourist enterprise, the recipient country, «brain-
storming, the facilitator.

Tourism is now one of the world's largest industries and one of its fastest growing economic sectors.
For many countries tourism is seen as a main instrument for regional development, as it stimulates new eco-
nomic activities. Tourism may have a positive economic impact on the balance of payments, on employment,
on gross income and production, but it may also have negative effects, particularly on the environment.

For the most successful operation of tourism enterprises in the recipient country, companies need to use
different effective technologies of Public Relations. In this special role may have the process of facilitation is
a nonstandard management style, simplifies and accelerates the achievement of the goal of the tourist enter-
prises.

Facilitation is a process that trainers, team builders, meeting leaders, managers, and communicators use
to add content, process, and structure to meet the needs of an individual, group or team. Facilitation is pro-
vided by a person, called a facilitator, who leads pairs or groups to obtain knowledge and information, work
collaboratively, and accomplish their objectives (Picture 1).

To facilitate means to make something easier. It is a broad term that includes a variety of skills and
functions. Working with a group of people can often be difficult, thus, it is often useful to have a facilitator
manage the process of discussion and problem solving.

In a typical facilitation process, the facilitator is primarily involved in guiding a group through one or
more meetings. The organization or group itself is responsible for deciding who to invite and how to follow
up the facilitated sessions. In some cases, as in a facilitated Strategic Planning process, this works well.

Highly complex issues (such as tourism industry, environmental cleanup, land use, human rights, mi-
nority inclusion or community-engagement processes) that require the long-term involvement of a diverse
group of multi-sectorial stakeholders, require a more comprehensive approach. For these situations, scien-
tists created the Consensus Facilitation Model (Picturel). This is a process led by a highly skilled facilitator
who designs, organizes and convenes the stakeholders, focuses them on specific issues leading to agreements
and continues to be involved throughout the implementation phase, monitoring compliance and reconvening
the stakeholders as needed (Picture 2) [1; 200-203].

Facilitation for groups or teams is provided by internal or external people who are skilled in:

1. Presenting content and information.

2. Designing and formulating a process that helps a group achieve its objectives.

3. Providing an appropriate structure to a meeting, training or team building session, or other work
event, so that the mission of the group is accomplished in the session.

4. Promoting shared responsibility for the outcome of the meeting.

5. Drawing forth from participants the answers to their questions, necessary decisions, and solutions
to problems [2; 118-119].

With similar objectives to those listed for group facilitation, facilitation for individuals is most frequent-
ly provided when two or more employees are experiencing conflict, disagreement, a need to set mutual goals,
or the desire to debrief a project, process, or experience.

A skilled facilitator can provide the structure, content and process needed by the individual employees
to reach a mutually satisfying solution to their issues.

Facilitation is a learned skill that comes most comfortably to individuals who demonstrate characteris-
tics such as:

1. Strong group leadership skills.

2. Deep knowledge about group processes and structures.

3. Knowledge of group and interpersonal dynamics and an understanding of verbal and nonverbal
communication.
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4. The ability to creatively and participatively present training and team building content.

5.  Empathy for people and their situations.

6. Powerful listening and communication skills

7. The ability to structure group interventions and events to produce the desired results for the group.

Facilitation is a powerful tool that is used to help individuals and groups more effectively and efficient-
ly achieve their purpose. Under the leadership of a skilled facilitator (one who provides facilitation services),
meetings, team building sessions, and training classes achieve results not possible without facilitation. Left to
their own devices, group and team participants often lack the skills, permission, and support needed to effec-
tively facilitate their own work processes.

Consider in more detail the basic steps of the facilitation process and also the brainstorming, which is
the one of the main tools of the facilitation.

Brainstorming is a group or individual creativity technique by which efforts are made to find a conclu-
sion for a specific problem by gathering a list of ideas spontaneously contributed by its member (s). Alex
Faickney Osborn popularized the term in the book «Applied Imagination» (1953). Osborn claimed that
brainstorming was more effective than individuals working alone in generating ideas, although more recent
research has questioned this conclusion. Today, the term is used as a catch all for all group ideation sessions.

Advertising executive Alex F.Osborn began developing methods for creative problem solving in 1939,
He was frustrated by employees’ inability to develop creative ideas individually for ad campaigns. In re-
sponse, he began hosting group-thinking sessions and discovered a significant improvement in the quality
and quantity of ideas produced by employees. Osborn outlined the method in his 1948 book «Your Creative
Power» on chapter 33, «How to Organize a Squad to Create Ideas».

Osborn claimed that two principles contribute to «ideative efficacy» these being:

1. Defer solving.

2. Reach for quantity.

Following these two principles were his four general rules of brainstorming, established with intention to:

1. reduce social inhibitions among group members;

2. stimulate idea generation;

3. increase overall creativity of the group.

«Focus on quantity»: this rule is a means of enhancing divergent production, aiming to facilitate prob-
lem solving through the maxim quantity breeds quality. The assumption is that the greater the number of ide-
as generated, the greater the chance of producing a radical and effective solution.

«Withhold criticism»: in brainstorming, criticism of ideas generated should be put 'on hold'. Instead,
participants should focus on extending or adding to ideas, reserving criticism for a later 'critical stage' of the
process. By suspending judgment, participants will feel free to generate unusual ideas.

«Welcome unusual ideas»: to get a good and long list of ideas, unusual ideas are welcomed. Looking
from new perspectives and suspending assumptions can generate them. These new ways of thinking may
provide better solutions.

Combine and improve ideas: Good ideas may be combined to form a single better good idea, as sug-
gested by the slogan «1+1=3». It is believed to stimulate the building of ideas by a process of association.

Osborn notes that brainstorming should address a specific question; he held that sessions addressing
multiple questions were inefficient.

Further, the problem must require the generation of ideas rather than judgment; he uses examples such
as generating possible names for a product as proper brainstorming material, whereas analytical judgments
such as whether or not to marry do not have any need for brainstorming.

Osborn envisioned groups of around 12 participants, including both experts and novices. Participants
are encouraged to provide wild and unexpected answers. Ideas receive no criticism or discussion. The group
simply provides ideas that might lead to a solution and apply no analytical judgment as to the feasibility. The
judgments are reserved for a later date (Picture 3) [3].

Consider the basic techniques are used in this instrument.

1. Nominal group technique.

Participants are asked to write their ideas anonymously. Then the facilitator collects the ideas and the
group votes on each idea. The vote can be as simple as a show of hands in favor of a given idea. This process
is called distillation.

After distillation, the top ranked ideas may be sent back to the group or to subgroups for further brain-
storming. For example, one group may work on the color required in a product. Another group may work on
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the size, and so forth. Each group will come back to the whole group for ranking the listed ideas. Sometimes
ideas that were previously dropped may be brought forward again once the group has re-evaluated the ideas.

It is important that the facilitator be trained in this process before attempting to facilitate this technique.
The group should be primed and encouraged to embrace the process. Like all team efforts, it may take a few
practice sessions to train the team in the method before tackling the important ideas.

2. Group passing technique.

Each person in a circular group writes down one idea, and then passes the piece of paper to the next
person, who adds some thoughts. This continues until everybody gets his or her original piece of paper back.
By this time, it is likely that the group will have extensively elaborated on each idea.

The group may also create an «idea book» and post a distribution list or routing slip to the front of the
book. On the first page is a description of the problem. The first person to receive the book lists his or her
ideas and then routes the book to the next person on the distribution list. The second person can log new ide-
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as or add to the ideas of the previous person. This continues until the distribution list is exhausted. A follow-
up «read out» meeting is then held to discuss the ideas logged in the book. This technique takes longer, but it
allows individuals time to think deeply about the problem.

3. Team idea mapping method.

This method of brainstorming works by the method of association. It may improve collaboration and
increase the quantity of ideas, and is designed so that all attendees participate and no ideas are rejected.

The process begins with a well-defined topic. Each participant brainstorms individually, then all the
ideas are merged onto one large idea map. During this consolidation phase, participants may discover a
common understanding of the issues as they share the meanings behind their ideas. During this sharing, new
ideas may arise by the association, and they are added to the map as well. Once all the ideas are captured, the
group can prioritize and/or take action.

4. Breaking the rules technique.

In this method, participants list the formal or informal rules that govern a particular process. Partici-
pants then try to develop alternative methods to bypass or counter these established protocols.

5. Directed brainstorming.

Directed brainstorming is a variation of electronic brainstorming (described above). It can be done
manually or with computers. Directed brainstorming works when the solution space (that is, the set of crite-
ria for evaluating a good idea) is known prior to the session. If known, those criteria can be used to constrain
the Ideation process intentionally.

In directed brainstorming, each participant is given one sheet of paper (or electronic form) and told the
brainstorming question. They are asked to produce one response and stop, then all of the papers (or forms)
are randomly swapped among the participants. The participants are asked to look at the idea they received
and to create a new idea that improves on that idea based on the initial criteria. The forms are then swapped
again and respondents are asked to improve upon the ideas, and the process is repeated for three or more
rounds.

In the laboratory, directed brainstorming has been found to almost triple the productivity of groups over
electronic brainstorming.

6. Guided brainstorming.

A guided brainstorming session is time set aside to brainstorm either individually or as a collective
group about a particular subject under the constraints of perspective and time. This type of brainstorming
removes all cause for conflict and constrains conversations while stimulating critical and creative thinking in
an engaging, balanced environment.

Participants are asked to adopt different mindsets for pre-defined period of time while contributing their
ideas to a central mind map drawn by a pre-appointed scribe. Having examined a multi-perspective point of
view, participants seemingly see the simple solutions that collectively create greater growth. Action is as-
signed individually.

Following a guided brainstorming session participants emerge with ideas ranked for further brainstorm-
ing, research and questions remaining unanswered and a prioritized, assigned, actionable list that leaves eve-
ryone with a clear understanding of what needs to happen next and the ability to visualize the combined fu-
ture focus and greater goals of the group.

7. Individual brainstorming

«Individual brainstormingy is the use of brainstorming in solitary. It typically includes such techniques
as free writing, free speaking, word association, and drawing a mind map, which is a visual note taking tech-
nique in which people diagram their thoughts. Individual brainstorming is a useful method in creative writing
and has been shown to be superior to traditional group brainstorming.

Research has shown individual brainstorming to be more effective in idea-generation than group brain-
storming.

8. Question brainstorming

This process involves brainstorming the questions, rather than trying to come up with immediate an-
swers and short-term solutions. Theoretically, this technique should not inhibit participation, as there is no
need to provide solutions. The answers to the questions form the framework for constructing future action
plans. Once the list of questions is set, it may be necessary to prioritize them to reach to the best solution in
an orderly way. «Questormingy is another term for this mode of inquiry [4; 98—103].

Procedural technology of public relations ...

Although the brainstorming can take place online through commonly available technologies such as
email or interactive web sites, there have also been many efforts to develop customized computer software
that can either replace or enhance one or more manual elements of the brainstorming process.

Early efforts, such as Group Systems at University of Arizona or Software Aided Meeting Management
(SAMM) system at the University of Minnesota, took advantage of then-new computer networking technol-
ogy, which was installed in rooms dedicated to computer supported meetings. When using these electronic
meeting systems (EMS, as they came to be called), group members simultaneously and independently en-
tered ideas into a computer terminal. The software collected (or «pools») the ideas into a list, which could be
displayed on a central projection screen (anonymzed if desired). Other elements of these EMSs could support
additional activities such as categorization of ideas, elimination of duplicates, assessment and discussion of
prioritized or controversial ideas. Later EMSs capitalized on advances in computer networking and Internet
protocols to support asynchronous brainstorming sessions over extended periods of time and in multiple lo-
cations

Proponents such as Gallupe et al. argue that electronic brainstorming eliminates many of the problems
of standard brainstorming, including production blocking (i.e. group members must take turns to express
their ideas) and evaluation apprehension (i.e. fear of being judged by others). This positive effect increases
with larger groups. A perceived advantage of this format is that all ideas can be archived electronically in
their original form, and then retrieved later for further thought and discussion. Electronic brainstorming also
enables much larger groups to brainstorm on a topic than would normally be productive in a traditional
brainstorming session.

Computer supported brainstorming may overcome some of the challenges faced by traditional brain-
storming methods. For example, ideas might be «pooled» automatically, so that individuals do not need to
wait to take a turn, as in verbal brainstorming. Some software programs show all ideas as they are generated
(via chat room or e-mail). The display of ideas may cognitively stimulate barnstormers, as their attention is
kept on the flow of ideas being generated without the potential distraction of social cues such as facial ex-
pressions and verbal language. Electronic brainstorming techniques have been shown to produce more ideas
and help individuals focus their attention on the ideas of others better than a brain writing technique (partici-
pants write individual written notes in silence and then subsequently communicate them with the group). The
production of more ideas has been linked to the fact that paying attention to others’ ideas leads to non-
redundancy, as barnstormers try to avoid replicating or repeating another participant’s comment or idea
[5; 443-448].

Some web-based brainstorming techniques allow contributors to post their comments anonymously
through the use of avatars. This technique also allows users to log on over an extended time period, typically
one or two weeks, to allow participants some «soak time» before posting their ideas and feedback. This tech-
nique has been used particularly in the field of new product development, but can be applied in any number
of areas requiring collection and evaluation of ideas.

Some limitations of EBS include the fact that it can flood people with too many ideas at one time that
they have to attend to, and people may also compare their performance to others by analyzing how many
ideas each individual produces (social matching).

Some research indicates that incentives can augment creative processes. Participants were divided into
three conditions. In Condition I, a flat fee was paid to all participants. In the Condition II, participants were
awarded points for every unique idea of their own, and subjects were paid for the points that they earned. In
Condition III, subjects were paid based on the impact that their idea had on the group; this was measured by
counting the number of group ideas derived from the specific subject's ideas. Condition III outperformed
Condition II, and Condition II outperformed Condition I at a statistically significant level for most measures.
The results demonstrated that participants were willing to work far longer to achieve unique results in the
expectation of compensation.

A good deal of research refutes Osborn's claim that group brainstorming could generate more ideas than
individuals working alone. For example, in a review of 22 studies of group brainstorming, Michael Diehl and
Wolfgang Stroebe found that, overwhelmingly, groups brainstorming together produce fewer ideas than in-
dividuals working separately.

Several factors can contribute to a loss of effectiveness in group brainstorming.

Blocking: because only one participant may give an idea at any one time, other participants might forget
the idea they were going to contribute or not share it because they see it as no longer important or relevant.
Further, if we view brainstorming as a cognitive process in which «a participant generates ideas (generation
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process) and stores them in short-term memory (memorization process) and then eventually extracts some of
them from its short-term memory to express them (output process)», then blocking is an even more critical
challenge because it may also inhibit a person's train of thought in generating their own ideas and remember-
ing them.

Collaborative fixation: exchanging ideas in a group may reduce the number of domains that a group ex-
plores for additional ideas. Members may also conform their ideas to those of other members, decreasing the
novelty or variety of ideas, even though the overall number of ideas might not decrease.

Evaluation apprehension: evaluation apprehension was determined to occur only in instances of person-
al evaluation. If the assumption of collective assessment were in place, real-time judgment of ideas, ostensi-
bly an induction of evaluation apprehension, failed to induce significant variance.

Free-riding: individuals may feel that their ideas are less valuable when combined with the ideas of the
group at large. Indeed, Diehl and Stroebe demonstrated that even when individuals worked alone, they pro-
duced fewer ideas if told that their output would be judged in a group with others than if told that their output
would be judged individually. However, experimentation revealed free writing as only a marginal contributor
to productivity loss, and type of session (i.e., real vs. nominal group) contributed much more.

Personality characteristics: extraverts have been shown to outperform introverts in computer-mediated
groups. Extraverts also generated more unique and diverse ideas than introverts when additional methods
were used to stimulate idea generation, such as completing a small-related task before brainstorming, or be-
ing given a list of the classic rules of brainstorming.

Social matching: one phenomenon of group brainstorming is that participants will tend to alter their rate
of productivity to match others in the group. This can lead to participants generating fewer ideas in a group
setting than they would individually because they will decrease their own contributions if they perceive
themselves to be more productive than the group average. On the other hand, the same phenomenon can also
increase an individual's rate of production to meet the group average [6; 506-508].

Because the, as we have said earlier, a facilitator is someone who helps a group of people understand
their common objectives and assists them to plan to achieve them without taking a particular position in the
discussion. Some facilitator tools will try to assist the group in achieving a consensus on any disagreements
that preexist or emerge in the meeting so that it has a strong basis for future action.

There are a variety of definitions for facilitator:

1. «An individual who enables groups and organizations to work more effectively; to collaborate and
achieve synergy. He or she is a 'content neutral' party who by not taking sides or expressing or advocating a
point of view during the meeting, can advocate for fair, open, and inclusive procedures to accomplish the
group's work».

2. «One who contributes structure and process to interactions so groups are able to function effectively
and make high-quality decisions. A helper and enabler whose goal is to support others as they achieve excep-
tional performance».

3. «The facilitator's job is to support everyone to do their best thinking and practice. To do this, the fa-
cilitator encourages full participation, promotes mutual understanding and cultivates shared responsibility.
By supporting everyone to do their best thinking, a facilitator enables group members to search for inclusive
solutions and build sustainable agreements».

Consider some types of facilitators:

1. Business facilitators work in business, and other formal organizations but facilitators may also work
with a variety of other groups and communities. It is a tenet of facilitation that the facilitator will not lead the
group towards the answer that he/she thinks is best even if they possess an opinion on the subject matter. The
facilitator's role is to make it easier for the group to arrive at its own answer, decision, or deliverable. This
can and does give rise to organizational conflict between hierarchical management and theories and practice
of empowerment. Facilitators often have to navigate between the two, especially where overt statements
about empowerment are not being borne out by organizational behaviors.

2. Training facilitators are used in adult education. These facilitators are not always subject experts,
and attempt to draw on the existing knowledge of the participant (s), and to then facilitate access to training
where gaps in knowledge are identified and agreed on. Training facilitators focus on the foundations of adult
education: establish existing knowledge, build on it and keep it relevant. The role is different from a trainer
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with subject expertise. Such a person will take a more leading role and take a group through an agenda de-
signed to transmit a body of knowledge or a set of skills to be acquired. (See tutelary authority above.)

3. Conflict resolution facilitators are used in peace and reconciliation processes both during and after
the conflict. Their role is to support constructive and democratic dialogue between groups with diverse and
usually diametrically opposite positions. Conflict resolution facilitators must be impartial to the conflicting
groups (or societies) and must adhere to the rules of democratic dialogue. They may not take parts or express
personal opinions. Their most usual role is to support groups develop shared vision for an ideal future, learn
to listen to each other, and understand and appreciate the feelings, experiences and positions of the 'enemy’.

4. Wraparound facilitators are facilitators in the social services community. They originally served
disabled teens, which were transitioning into adulthood. Now they include facilitators serving children be-
tween the ages of 0-3 years who are in need of services. Outside the meetings, the facilitator organizes meet-
ings, engages team members and conducts follow through. During meetings the facilitator leads and manages
the team by keeping the participants on track and encourages a strength-based discussion addressing the
child's needs. The facilitator encourages equal participation among team members.

5. Small group facilitation. Facilitators can be appointed to accommodate the engagement of partici-
pants of small and medium sized groups who aim to work though a particular agenda. In order to ensure the
successful working of the group, the facilitator is appointed in place of what would once have been a chair-
person's role. Along with other officers the facilitator is appointed at the group's AGM to fill the role for the
year ahead. Groups that have adopted this model include prayer groups, men's groups, writing groups and
other community organizations.

The basic skills of a facilitator are about following good meeting practices: timekeeping, following an
agreed-upon agenda, and keeping a clear record. The higher-order skills involve watching the group and its
individuals in light of group dynamics. In addition, facilitators also need a variety of listening skills includ-
ing ability to paraphrase; stack a conversation; draw people out; balance participation; and make space for
more reticent group members. It is critical to the facilitator's role to have the knowledge and skill to be able
to intervene in a way that adds to the group's creativity rather than taking away from it [7].

A successful facilitator embodies respect for others and a watchful awareness of the many layers of re-
ality in a human group. In the event that a consensus cannot be reached then the facilitator would assist the
group in understanding the differences that divide it.

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Comparative analysis of the state support measures
for agricultural producers in the customs union and common economic space

The article considering measures of state support for agriculture adopted by Member States of CU and CES
depending on the extent of their impact on trade. In view of the prevalence of trade-distorting measures spe-
cial attention is paid to their structure and effect on trade. Given the urgency of the issue of subsidizing agri-
cultural production analysis of product-specific support for agriculture in the CU and CES was made by au-
thors. The authors conclude on the legality of the absence of intentional distortion of markets as a result of
providing measures of state support by the CU and CES countries. Herewith, Kazakhstan is have to increase
the amount of their own state support for agriculture, as well as improving its efficiency, which will allow
competing with Russian and Belarusian producers taking into account the fact that resolve the amount of state
support in the EAEU as planned will not succeed.

Key words: agriculture, state support, trade-distorting measures, product-non-specific measures, product-
specific measures, Customs Union, Common Economic Space.

In accordance with Article 3 of the Agreement on common rules for state support of agriculture dated
December 9", 2010 (hereinafter — the Agreement) government support measures depending on the extent of
their impact on trade are particularly divided into three categories:

1) non trade-distorting measures;

2) trade-distorting measures;

3) the most trade-distorting measures [1].

Non trade-distorting measures are not limited. Member States of Customs Union (herein after — CU)
and Common Economic Space (herein after — CES) limit the use of trade-distorting measures. The applica-
tion of the most trade-distorting measures is prohibited [1].

Level trade-distorting measures must not exceed 10 % of the gross value of produced agricultural com-
modities. A 6-year transition period has the Republic of Belarus. During this period Belarus is committed to
gradually reduce the permitted amount of trade-distorting measures from16 % in 2011 to 10 % in 2016. In
2012, the permitted level of support for the Republic of Belarus was 15 %.

In accordance with the Agreement (Article 6, paragraph 3) level of trade-distorting measures for the
Russian Federation is set within its obligations in the World Trade Organization (WTO) [1].

WTO membership obligates Russia to reduce the maximum allowable aggregate measure of support”
(AMS) from 9 billion USD (annual mean of AMS for 1993—-1995) in 2013 to 4.4 billion USD (AMS annual
mean for 2006-2008) in 2018.

In 2012, total support to agriculture measured in dollar terms amounted: 8.6 billion USD (2.0 billion
USD more than in 2011) in the Russian Federation, 2.5 billion USD (to 791.0 million USD less than in 2011)
in the Republic of Belarus, 1.1 billion USD (8.8 million dollars less than in 2011) in the Republic of Kazakh-
stan (Figure 1) [2].

* Aggregate measure of support (AMS) — the sum of all types of trade-distorting support provided to agricultural producers and
measured in monetary terms. AMS consists of the product-specific AMS (price support and subsidies for the production of certain
agricultural commodities: corn, milk, meat, etc.) and product non-specific AMS (support not tied to the production of certain agricul-
tural commodities: the provision of soft loans to agricultural producers, compensation for petroleum products, the establishment of
preferential tariffs for electricity consumption, transport of agricultural goods, debt forgiveness for farmers, etc.).

In Belarus, the trade-distorting support decreased by 27.4 % with a significant reduction of total sup-
port. In the Republic of Kazakhstan, on the other hand, trade-distorting support has been increased by 50.9 %
in 2012. In the Russian Federation, trade-distorting support has been increased by 45 % on the background of
a slight reduction of support non trade-distorting.

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The relatively low amount of state trade-distorting support in the Republic of Kazakhstan determined
the least specific indicators of such support among the CU and CES countries (Table 1). In 2012, trade-
distorting support in the Republic of Kazakhstan per hectare of cultivated area was 33 USD, which is 11.6
times less than in Belarus and 2.7 times less than in the Russian Federation. And per person employed in ag-
riculture — 326 USD, which is 14.8 times less than in Belarus and 3.3 times less than in the Russian Federa-
tion.

All countries of the Customs Union and the Common Economic Space provided support for a number
of programs. Among the measures non trade-distorting funded: R&D; pest and disease control; dissemina-
tion of information, consulting and inspection services. Among the trade-distorting measures implemented:
programs of concessional lending; compensation costs for fertilizers, seed, animal feed; support animal and
poultry breeding; elite seed production; compensation for participation costs of business entities in the insur-
ance program for crop, livestock, and poultry as well as other product-non-specific measures of state support.

In some areas the state support was not implemented. Among the measures non trade-distorting did not
provide domestic food assistance to the needy population, direct payments to producers, aid in the insurance
programs and income security as well as tools to facilitate structural changes.

Among the trade-distorting measures did not implemented: the acquisition of manufacturers’ assets at
prices higher than the market one; debt relief on payments to the budget. Price support in the countries of the
Customs Union and the Common Economic Space takes a negative value.

The largest share of trade-distorting measures in the total state support was observed in the Republic of
Belarus (Table 2). In 2012, in Belarus the share of such measures in the total state support for agriculture
amounted to 88.1 %, which is below the level of 2011 by 4.2 percentage points. In the Russian Federation
and the Republic of Kazakhstan, the corresponding figures were 80.0 % and 63.1 %, respectively. Thus, in
the countries of the Customs Union and the Common Economic Space bias towards trade-distorting
measures is observed [2].

Among the measures of state support, distorting effect on trade in the CU and the CES in 2012 still pre-
vailed measures of product-unspecific character (Figure 2). In Belarus, the share of such measures in the
trade-distorting measures amounted to 94.6 % (down 3.6 percentage points from the index of 2011), in the
Republic of Kazakhstan — 79.7 % (an increase of 7.0 percentage points) in the Russian Federation —
82.9 % (down 14.4 percentage points).

There are differences in the structure of different types of measures of state support for agriculture in
the CU and CES (Table 3). In the Russian Federation, among the main measures non trade-distorting domi-
nated services of general and specialized personnel training, pest and diseases control of plants and animals,
research funding. The share of these measures accounted for 59.0 % of the amount of support non trade-
distorting. The Republic of Belarus is dominated by finance general and special personnel training (38.3 %)
and the Republic of Kazakhstan by the pest and diseases control of plants and animals (47.3 %), the creation
of state reserves (35.6 %) [4].

Among the trade-distorting measures in the Republic of Belarus and the Russian Federation dominated
financing costs for servicing loans (respectively 31.8 % and 47.8 % of the funding trade-distorting
measures). In Kazakhstan, the bulk of the funds in the framework of support trade-distorting measures are
directed to compensate the cost of energy (29.3 %), other support measures / cheaper transport costs on grain
exports (21.0 %), subsidies for livestock products (20.3 %).
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As part of the trade-distorting product-specific measures of state support in the Russian Federation in
2012 to subsidize the production of flax, cattle, sheep and goat, horse, pig, poultry breeding, reindeer herd-
ing, paid subsidies for the production of milk, meat, eggs and wool (Table 4). Belarus subsidized the produc-
tion of flax and potatoes, beef and dairy cattle. The Republic of Kazakhstan has supported the development
of livestock with a focus on poultry production [2].

In general, the proportion of product-specific support in the value of production of agricultural goods is
low. In 2012, the figure accounted: 0.5 % — in the Republic of Belarus and the Russian Federation in 0.7 %
— in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The individual commodity markets are largely distorted by product-
specific measures. Markets with a high proportion of product-specific support include:

in the Republic of Belarus — flax market (share of support in the production volume amounted to
83.1 %);

in the Russian Federation — venison (82.8 %) and flax market (31.4 %).

Thereby, the general conclusion about the absence of intentional market distortion as a result of the
providing measures of state support by the CU and CES countries is justified.
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The most of support measures (distorting and non-trade-distorting) is funded by the federal (republican)
budget (Figure 3). In Kazakhstan, the share of expenditures of the republican budget in 2012 was 80.0 %, in
the Russian Federation — 72.7 %. A significant part of the state support in the Republic of Belarus (44.0 %)
is supplied from the budgets of the administrative-territorial units. In the Republic of Belarus and the Russian
Federation, an increase in the share of budget expenditures of administrative-territorial units in the total state
support for agriculture has been observed.

The budgets of administrative-territorial units had a small part in financing of measures non trade-
distorting, (Table 5). Such measures were fully financed from the national budget in the Republic of Kazakh-
stan. In the Russian Federation and the Republic of Belarus, the share of budget expenditures of administra-
tive and territorial units for the implementation of measures non trade-distorting respectively amounted to
2.7 % and 29.0 % in 2012. Thus, the federal and republican budgets dominated in the financing of state sup-
port measures non trade-distorting [5].

Budgets of administrative-territorial units occupied approximately the same proportion in the financing
of trade-distorting measures: 45.6 % — in the Republic of Belarus -, 31.6 % — in Kazakhstan, 33.5 % — in
the Russian Federation.

The Republic of Kazakhstan is almost entirely at the expense of the republican budget subsidized prod-
uct-specific measures of state support (measures to livestock support). In the Republic of Belarus and the
Russian Federation in the financing of product-specific support measures dominated the budgets of adminis-
trative-territorial units.

Thereby, the analysis of the volume and structure of state support for agriculture in the CU and CES
shows a tendency of reducing the amount of support, measured in dollar terms, in the Republic of Belarus. In
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the Republic of Kazakhstan, the volume of total support to agriculture is stable against reduction of measures
non trade-distorting. In the Russian Federation support for agriculture is growing up.

Measures distorting are dominated trade in the countries of the Customs Union and the Common Eco-
nomic Space. The Republic of Belarus is characterized by the highest share of the costs of administrative-
territorial units in the amount of support.

As we know under the Treaty on the Eurasian Economic Union Kazakhstan initiated the development
of a new methodology for the calculation of state support for agriculture from January 1, 2016. It is worth
noting that Russia as a current member of the World Trade Organization (hereinafter — the WTO), and Ka-
zakhstan as a country aspiring to enter the WTO came to the decision to develop a new methodology based
on WTO commitments in amount of funding for the industry. While supported the decision, Belarus entered
a reservation according to which it will be guided by a new methodology to 2025. Thus, to resolve the
amount of state support in the EAEU as planned will not succeed.

Based on the above it can be concluded that for Kazakhstan way out of this situation is to increase the
volume of their own state support for agriculture, as well as improving its efficiency, which will allow com-
peting with Russian and Belarusian producers.

The investment climate in Russia and Kazakhstan: a comparative analysis

The examines the main factors determining the investment climate in the countries of the Eurasian economic
Union. In this article studied the circumstances, allowing to raise the investment attractiveness of the projects.
It is concluded about the necessity of further study of the investment climate in Russia and Kazakhstan.
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Dynamics analysis and investment structure in the Republic of Kazakhstan

This article analyses the current state of investment climate in Kazakhstan. In particular, attraction of direct
foreign investments in the sectors of Kazakh economy is studied. Main directions of foreign investment in-
flow attraction and stimulation state regulation and financial control of their use have been determined.

Key words: competitiveness, investment climate, public investment policy, investment operations, interna-
tional capital imports, direct foreign investments.

Within the strategy «Kazakhstan—2050», The President of Kazakhstan, N.A.Nazarbayev has defined a
new course of economic policy — a comprehensive economic pragmatism based on the principles of profita-
bility, return from investment and competitiveness [1]. According to the new course, in Kazakhstan, a favor-
able investment climate should be created, in order to increase economic potential. It is an effective state in-
vestment policy that affects the progress of economic development of the state. This progress is primarily in
the positive dynamics of macroeconomic indicators: GDP growth, living standards of the state's citizens ris-
ing. According to statistics, in the Republic of Kazakhstan people's lives have improved. Thus, in dynamics
for the last 8 years the GDP grew by 62,6 %, the proportion of people having less than a living wage signifi-
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cantly reduced, to almost 1 % decreased the depth of poverty in Kazakhstan. That is, these are the problems
that today President of Kazakhstan pays special attention to, their positive trend is largely determined by in-
vestment activities.

One of the main challenges that modern Kazakhstan faces is to ensure sustainable economic develop-
ment in complex environmental, social, political and economic conditions of the world economy globaliza-
tion and the crisis. In this connection, it is necessary to prioritize the use of investment development projects
aimed at creating an advanced economy by using qualitatively new economic levers ensuring stability and
balanced development of the state [1]. Strategic objectives of the country's economy, the need to integrate
into the global economy have raised the need to develop a model that is based on the active role of the state
in attracting foreign investment.

Kazakhstan possesses rich mineral resources, vast agricultural lands, and skilled personnel. The country
has a significant industrial potential. But to further effective use of natural and labor resources a large capital
is required, as well as its profitability. Tasks that were defined in the «Strategy 2030» on attracting foreign
investment in the economy were carried out in the shortest possible time. World Bank has included Kazakh-
stan into the list of 20 countries that attract the largest amount of investments.

Analyzing the Republic of Kazakhstan investment policy, it should be noted that the main purpose of
the state is to achieve a favorable investment climate in the country and further encourage foreign direct in-
vestment in the economy. Today Kazakhstan has a leading position in terms of volume of attracted foreign
investments per capita among the CIS countries. The amount of foreign direct investment (hereinafter —
FDI) per capita in 2012 was $1,350 per person, which is more than 2,5 times the 2005 figure. For compari-
son, the volume of investment per capita in the Republic of Belarus amounted to $1,090 per person. In the
Russian Federation — $130 dollars per person [2; 24].

Indicating the favorable investment climate and image of our country is the volume of attracted invest-
ments in Kazakhstan's economy. According to the National Bank of the Republic of Kazakhstan, for the pe-
riod from 2005 to 2013 there were attracted more than $196 billion foreign direct investments in the domes-
tic economy (Figure 1). Yielding to the gross volume of foreign direct investments only to Russia, Kazakh-
stan is a leader in the CIS in terms of foreign direct investments per capita and their share in the country's
GDP [3].

As seen on a diagram, in 20072008, that is in the midst of the global financial crisis, when global FDI
flows decreased almost two times, Kazakhstan, on the contrary, sharply boosted its income. Moreover, in
2008, its volume reached $19,76 billion which is $131 million more than the previous record registered in
2007.

The gross inflows of foreign direct investments in the countries in the reporting period was dominated
by the Netherlands (39,9 % of total FDI revenues), followed with a large margin by France (7,8 %), China
(5,9 %), USA (5,2 %), UK (4,6 %), Russia (3,9 %), Virgin (British) Islands (3,3 %) and Japan (3,1 %) (Table 1).
Which is while the overall list of countries that have invested in Kazakhstan's economy includes more than
120 countries [3].

Meanwhile, despite the positive dynamics of investments, their significant diversification has not hap-
pened. Thus, the analysis of the sectoral structure of 100 largest Kazakhstan investing companies (in terms of
sales) shows that most of them is still operating in oil and gas sector of the country. The activity of investors
in energy and mineral complex is much higher than in the real sector of Kazakh economy.

In particular, out of $196,633 billion foreign direct investments attracted in the years 2005-2013,
$56,7792 billion (38,7 %) was directed to conduct geological exploration and research, and $44,8839 billion
(30,6 %) — in production of raw material resources. In the manufacturing sector, foreign corporations have
invested only $15,4118 billion (10,5 %). Followed by trade — $7,3227 billion (5 %), financial activities —
$7,155 billion (4,88 %), construction — $3,3355 billion (2,27 %), as well as transport and communications
— $2,3912 billion (1,63 %). The share of other types of economic activity had a little more than 1 % of all
foreign direct investments (Figure 2) [3].

Due to extremely uneven distribution of investments, sector imbalances are exacerbated by imbalances
at the level of economic development of regions. Thus, according to the Statistics Agency, the share of the
cities of Almaty and Astana, as well as Western Kazakhstan, Atyrau, Aktobe, Mangistau and Kyzylorda re-
gions (where mineral sector companies are focused) accounts for about 60 % of all investments of the coun-
try. In these regions more than 80 % of all enterprises with participation of foreign investors or affiliates of
TNCs work [4; 29].

Thus, favorable conditions for investment in non-oil sector (including the provision of tax preferences,
guarantees against changes in the law), provided by the legislation of Kazakhstan, has not contributed to the
intensive growth of investment in industries producing goods with high added value. This is understandable:
the implementation of high-tech projects, usually associated with large investment is a higher risk than the
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extraction of raw materials. Accordingly, in order to attract investors in such projects, it is necessary to cre-
ate the most comfortable conditions and reduce risks. And on a background of tightening of global competi-
tion for foreign direct investment, it is not a simple task.

Analysis of foreign investor survey shows that among the factors restraining them from participating in
non-oil projects in Kazakhstan include:

1) the lack of consistency in implementation of the state investment policy;

2) the instability of the legislation and the lack of mechanisms to ensure compliance with laws and con-
tractual relationships;

3) largely uncompetitive conditions to attract investment (including customs and currency regimes);

4) the lack of development of infrastructure and services to ensure the attraction of investments (includ-
ing financial, banking, information and analysis, consulting, transport, etc.);

5) the instability of the system of government in attracting investment (constant reorganization of cen-
tral agencies involved in foreign capital, a «spread» of rights, powers and responsibilities among numerous
agencies, as well as intricacies of their functions);

6) current visa regime [5; 31].

In this regard, in 2010 under the State program for acceleration of industrial and innovative develop-
ment for 2003-2015 the government of Kazakhstan has begun to reformat the system of interaction with for-
eign investors. Thus, in October 2010, adopted was the Program of attracting investment, developing special
economic zones and export promoting for 2010-2014. In accordance with this Program, work was initiated
with major foreign companies of key investor countries from 200 investment initiatives. In two years, there
were organized and hosted more than 20 international business forums with the participation of transnational
corporations. As a result, if in 2010, Kazakhstan was visited by around 5,000 foreign investors, in 2011 there
were already more than 10 thousand.

In addition, in 2010 launched was the national investment website www.invest.gov.kz, where in 12 lan-
guages is available all the necessary information about the conditions of business in the country (up to the
cost of utilities in each region) [6].

In order to improve the investment legislation in 2011 adopted was a new law on special economic
zones, as well as the law on state support of industrial innovation, a significant expansion of the current ben-
efits package and simplification of licensing procedures for participants of the FEZ. However, in 2011 the
Ministry of Industry and New Technologies has proposed to return to the Law «On investments» rule on the
stability of legislation similar to that which operated from 1994 to 2004, but now only for the manufacturing
sector.

According to research by MINT, currently the investment capacity of Kazakhstan has potential suffi-
cient for growth. Only by improving the competitiveness of the economy and more efficient use of existing
strengths annual inflow of foreign direct investment can be increased by $10 billion. In order to implement
this potential, the Ministry has formed a National Plan on attracting investment, developing FEZ and export
promoting, which was approved by the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan on December 23, 2011.

The plan, first of all, provides for a more systematic work with foreign investors. To this end, identified
were priority sectors of industry and revealed 20 priority investing countries by size of their investment in
the these industries. By analyzing the strategies of leading companies in these countries and the prospects of
a particular sector of the national economy, for each of them have been identified approximate time periods
and the number of transnational corporations involved. Thus, by 2014 a work with a total of 78 international
corporations was conducted, and in 2015-2020 the number will rise to 81 multinational corporations.

In this case, each major potential investor will be negotiated individually. This point approach involves
performing a road-show in priority countries, as well as the development and implementation of «road
maps» for interaction with target investors. This includes assistance in the passage of procedures associated
with the opening and running business in Kazakhstan, the organization of meetings with key political leaders
and top managers of leading domestic companies; consulting services both at the stage of development of the
investment project, and at the stage of its implementation, as well as post-investment support.

An important factor in working with investors will be their support in regions of Kazakhstan. To do
this, in each area investor service centers will be set up, that provide prompt and proper response to the mat-
ters of foreign investors in the field and, per se, will serve as regional offices of Agency for Export and In-
vestment «KAZNEX INVEST».
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Moreover, now the creation of coordination councils on the investment climate at akimats of regions is
being considered, as well as the cities of Astana and Almaty. Their main task will be to assist investors in
solving problems, including those related to interaction with government agencies.

In the coming years, the role of state in the process of changing the structure of foreign direct invest-
ments will be crucial, and therefore new instruments implemented by the Government as part of attracting
«non-primary» investors are inherently quite correct and timely. Work in the right direction has already be-
gun, and more and more frequently travels of our official delegations to foreign countries come to an end by
signing new agreements and memoranda in the manufacturing sector. Small wonder that in the latest ranking
of Change Readiness Index 2012, prepared jointly by KPMG and Analytical Center of the Institute for Inter-
national Development, Kazakhstan took 5th place out of 60 states, second only to Chile, Tunisia, Jordan and
Taiwan. In this ranking, which assesses the ability of emerging economies to adapt to the rapidly changing
global economy, we are significantly ahead of countries such as China, Malaysia, India, Brazil, Turkey and
South Africa. With regard to our neighbors in the CIS, Ukraine ranked 37th, while Russia is only 51 th place
[7; 15].

One of important trends that must be considered in Kazakhstan in foreign direct investment field, is the
fact that over the past two years, developing countries have further increased their weight, both as recipients
of foreign direct investments and foreign investors. Since the center of international production, and more
recently, international consumption, shifts to the state transition, global players are increasingly investing
their money in projects aimed at the development of markets in these countries. In particular, in 2010,
emerging markets for the first time have mastered more than half of global foreign direct investment flows,
and six transition countries themselves entered the twenty largest investors. The dynamics of transnational
corporations from countries with emerging economies contrast with the background of low investment ac-
tivity of corporations from developed countries whose foreign investments now still account for about half of
the peak of 2007.

Meanwhile, global economic cooperation today is no longer being developed exclusively by foreign di-
rect investments and trade. In recent years, the role of an intermediary has increased — ways to organize in-
ternational production not connected with capital (WNC). These include contract manufacturers and agricul-
ture, services outsourcing, franchising, licensing, management contracts and other types of contractual rela-
tionships through which transnational corporations coordinate activities within their global production and
sale chains (GPSC). WNC allows them instead of creating a production branch (i.e. foreign direct invest-
ment) in the host country to transfer production functions contract manufacturers or allow a local company to
manufacture products under license. Thus for the investors themselves WNC projects are characterized by
relatively low initial capital costs and reduced risk. In turn, the host countries are able to integrate into
GPSCs. As the UNCTAD data shows, in 2010 alone, the volume of sales under this facility exceeded $2 tril-
lion, mostly in developing countries [8; 483].

Based on the foregoing, we can say that Kazakhstan should look closely at the benefits provided under
the WNC relations with foreign investors. According to the recommendations of UNCTAD experts, in order
to successfully exploit the potential of this mechanism, the public authorities responsible for the development
of investment policy, must first answer the following key questions. First, how to integrate policy towards
WNC in the overall context of national development strategies. Second, how to support the development of
the productive capacity of domestic companies that could qualify for participation in global production and
sale chains. And third, how to develop tools to promote and stimulate WNC.

Mineral resource complex is the basis of socio-economic development of Kazakhstan and remains one
of the most attractive areas for investment. Total investments in the subsoil use of different types of minerals
in the last 12 years has exceeded $200 billion. However, the intensive exploitation of existing fields require
mining companies to strengthen the role of the state in advancing geological study.

Thus, for the past 12 years they have provided $2,3 billion on the social sector and local infrastructure
(including $317,5 million in 2012), $905,5 million on training specialists, $308,1 million on the purchase of
technology. During this time the number of people employed in the CMC increased from 175 thousand peo-
ple in 2001 to 181 thousand in 2012.

In 2000-2012 years mining companies paid to the budget of Kazakhstan in the form of taxes and charg-
es a total of 13 844,7 billion tenge. And only last year this figure was 3,6536 billion tenge, including 1 172,2
billion (or 32 % of total amount of taxes and payments) accounted for MRMT, 908,6 billion tenge (25 %) —
corporate income tax, 39,6 billion tenge (1 %) — social security tax, 18 billion (less than 1 %) — VAT, 3,3
billion — bonuses, 1 511,9 billion tenge — to other taxes and fees [9].

Thus, policy measures on attracting investments in the economy for the development of priority areas of
the economy over the past eleven years, have contributed to improving the legal and regulatory, developing
of innovative components of enterprises, job creation, etc., which in turn positively impacted on shaping the
image of the investment attractiveness of the country.

Functioning experience of sphere of consumer market
and services of the Republic of Belarus

Article presents the opinion of specialists on modern condition of retail trade in state-participant of the
Customs Union — Republic of Belarus. Aim of the article is to examine the experience of functioning of
consumers’ market and services of the Republic of Belarus. Research is concentrated on the trade legislation
and mechanisms of national trade policy, which allowed making the main branch of the sphere as «structure-
formingy. Great attention is paid to the issues of trade and services for rural community of the country. The
development of Internet-companies is examined. In the end of the article you can see the general results of
research.
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The emergence and growth of new company in transition economy:
semiotic analysis of entrepreneurial narratives

The article aims to fill research gap and to contribute to better understanding of how the entrepreneurship has
become one of the vital components of many Central and Eastern European economies, and of Lithuanian
economy in particular. The paper focuses on the emergence and growth of new company during turbulent
transition time of 1990s. According to Aidis and Mickiewitcz, the dynamic growth of the new private sector
was driving force of transition from former plan to market economies. On the other hand, the nature of entre-
preneurship in transition and post-transition countries is distinctive compared with mature market economies,
in which external environment is more stable and where private business has old and rich traditions. Most of
the studies tend to concentrate on the specific features, such as privatization, «nomenclature» business, insti-
tutional inefficiencies, socialist inheritances and others. However, almost neglected phenomenon is the emer-
gence and growth of new ventures established and managed by young ambitious entrepreneurs. This field of
research lacks of retrospective view and reflections on what have happened with entrepreneurship in the first
decade of transition (1990 — 1999).Also it lacks new methods and approaches of investigation. Therefore, in
this article we employ semiotic analysis in order to provide better understanding of how entrepreneurs reflect
on and explain past events and experiences.

Key words: entrepreneurship, transition economies, narrative, semiotic analysis.

Story reconstruction

Our analysis is based on the story of «Libra» company, which was established in early 1990s by stu-
dents of Vilnius University. To reconstruct the story, multiple sources of evidence were used: interviews,
documents, archival data, direct observation, and physical artifacts. Interview respondents were asked to re-
call past events and to tell about emergence and grow of «Libraycompany. The story covers ten years period
(1990-1999) and is divided in four key episodes.

Episode 1

In the fall of 1990, they were a second year business management students (20-22 years) at Vilnius
University. For all Lithuanians, the first years of independence and democratic state building were very emo-
tional experience and everybody was full of expectations. These fundamental changes also affected the stu-
dents, many of whom were eager to participate in and to contribute somehow to the creation of free market
economy in Lithuania.

Four students received an invitation to join a new Free market Institute (FMI) and assist in drafting laws
and regulations for the establishing of a National Commodity Exchange (NCE). None of them had experi-
ence and they started by writing letters to leading international commodity exchanges requesting a copy of
their regulations. After the regulations were created and NCE was established, thestudents became the Ex-
change brokersand established a limited partnership company «Libra».Theystarted from writing letters to
establish contacts with potential clients offering brokerage services for localand foreign companies. For half
a year «Libra» was knocking the doors of various companies and therefore company finished 1991 being still
on the scratch.1992 was the year of real breakthrough. «Libra» got the first trade contracts and step-by-step
the business started to move on. Very soon «Libra» took the position as one of most active brokerage com-
panies in National Commodity Exchange.

Episode 2

At the end of 1992 «Libra» received an order from an Italian company, which worked closely with a
Turkish partner of «Librax. Italians were interested to buy oak strips. Surprisingly, «Libra» was not able to
find any single oak strips producer in Lithuania. At that time the labour was cheap and raw materials were in
abundance in Lithuania, so «Libra» considered starting production business. Also hardwood specialisation
seemed quite promising since hardwood procession is more labour intensive than softwood. Emilis, the guy
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from Academy of Agriculture, was the only one person in «Libra» who had something to do with wood. He
had an experience in wood processing. So Emilis have found premises in farm and started production. Dur-
ing the 1993 «Libra» closed the brokerage business in National Commodity Exchange and all human, finan-
cial resources were transferred to the production place. In 1993 «Libra» has moved all the production to just
recently bought old farm. It was the place were the first factory»Dominga»was established. Old staff and
management were invited to help to start up new factory.

Episode 3

Due to active marketing «Libra» has started to receive more and more orders from foreign partners. The
main problem was how to manage the growing demand. Finally it was realised that in order to increase the
production capacity and quality «Libra» has to use Western machinery. There were no such kind of equip-
ment in Lithuania and «Libra» bought it in Poland. «Libra» understood that supply of modern woodworking
machinery is a real niche in Lithuania market. Therefore, in 1993 «Medziomasinos» company was estab-
lished. «Medziomasinos» was selling woodworking equipment to other Lithuanian companies within the
wood industry.

From 1994 «Libra»started to expand very rapidly. In 1994 seeking to secure the supply of oak strips
form Russia, «Lidos» company was founded. Encouraged with relative success of «Domingay factory «Li-
brax» has started to expand by setting up new factories. «Dominga» was the knowledge incubator and people
from «Dominga» participated in establishing new companies. At the same time, «Libra» was constantly
looking for new contacts in the West. In 1995 «Libra» together with German partner established company
«Oblinta» (glued panels from birch and oak). Also «Libra» has managed to attract Norwegian and Great
Britain investors.

Episode 4

After a period of remarkable growth, 1995 was the first of three years of decline, which was condi-
tioned by too rapid growth, over-stretching internal resources and unprofessional management. Problems
culminated in 1997 when, due to complicated financial situation, «Libra» had to sell «Dominga» factory to
Norwegian investors. They reorganised the company to «Dominga Mill» Itd. The first «Libra» group factory
«Dominga» ceased its existence. At the same time, financial problems had positive effect in the sense that
«Libra» was forced to reorganise management structure and managed to get a loan from a Canadian Bank.

During the 1997 «Libra» group was transformed to «Libra» holding. The group structure was complete-
ly reorganised setting new clear rules of the game, defining the company’s competence areas and making the
financial system transparent for outside investors. In 1998 after a long period of stagnation, total profit of
«Libra Group» started to grow. Finally, an old «Libra» client BoenBruk A/S from Norway agreed to enter
into partnership, and in 1999 «Dominga Hardwood» as a new «green field» project was started with Norwe-
gians.

Analysis: from story to narrative

Our analysis starts with simple question: how to read this story? According to Hernandi’s hermeneutic
triad, explication is the simplest way to read the text and answer the question «what does this text say?» This
text seems to be a pretty odd entrepreneurship story: young enthusiastic people continuously seek for oppor-
tunities, manage to realise them, face many problems, create new companies, and start new businesses.
While reading it, we might come up with a trivial «success story» how smart guys were making good busi-
ness when Lithuania transited from plan to market economy [1-3].

From the perspective of explication, the story could be understandlike many other entrepreneurial sto-
ries which seek to motivate people to start their own business and to move ahead in their lives. Itfalls
withinmainstream entrepreneurial discourse created by «the continuous supply of personal stories and ac-
counts of business venturing in bookshops, airport lounges, the business press, television dramas or docu-
mentary programmes» [4].

But what lies behind the story? What it reveals? This is not just a simple story, it is written with the par-
ticular purpose as an integral part of the research paper. The paper aims to answer the question «why in spite
of complete ignorance and lack of resources «story heroes» manage to create «something out of nothing»?
According to Fletcher [4], narrative analysis is helpful for understanding entrepreneurial activities and helps
to answer the question «why?» First we have to discuss what qualifies «Libra» story as a narrative. Hosking
and Hjorth [5] define narrative as process of reality creation in which story teller is clearly part of the story.
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The story is based on the series of interviews with former and present owners of companies belonging to
«Libra» holding. All of interviewees were standing at the origins of «Libra» and were contributing, to lesser
or greater extent, to company victories and failures. Also, this is not a «true story» in the sense that it de-
scribes objective business reality; neither is it fiction or fantasy. In fact, it represents a creative re-description
of the world from the perspective of the actors who were directly involved inthe events.

Second. In order to be a narrative, the story has to have at least a minimal plot. According to Todorov
[3], minimal plot represents a sequence of stages proceeding from equilibrium to disequilibrium. An «ideal»
narrative begins with a stable situation, when some power or force disturbs it, and situation turns to disequi-
librium, but the equilibrium is re-established by the action of force, and the second equilibrium comes, but
the two are never identical.

The minimal plot of narrative could be expressed by formula

E,—»F—>D—E,.

Where E, and E,., are equilibriums, F — forces and D disequilibriums. Therefore, four episodes of «Li-
bray narrative representthe following plot (Tables Ne 1-4).

The paper aims to identify certain basic narrative structures of «Libra» story andto analyse how story
tellers explain facts, events and outcomes. Each deep structure could come in different patterns and different
ways, and we have not only different versions of stories but even different versions of reality. In order to ex-
plain what kind of reality «Libra» story brings out we turn to structural text analysis. From the perspective of
structuralism, the text is autonomous object with an internal dynamics and has literary features such as plot
and actions.We have discussed the plot issue by dividing «Libray story into a set of episodes with a sequence
of stages proceeding from equilibrium to disequilibrium. Now we turn to the concept of action and actant
model in our analysis. According to A.J.Greimas [3], each episode represents a narrative program (NP)
which is the function of action. Action is defined by temporal succession from one state to the opposite state,
affected by any agent (S1). A state may be broken down into a subject of state (S2) and an object of state (O)
and the junction between them, which is either a conjunction () : the subject with the object) or a disjunction

(U the subject without the object).
NP = F{S1—(S200)} (the conjuctive NP)

NP =F{S1-(52U0)} (the disjuctive NP)

The subject of doing may or may not correspond to the subject of state; in other words, what accom-
plishes the action may or may not be what is affected by it. When the subject of doing is identical to the subject
of state (S1 = S2), it is called reflexive action or performance; otherwise, the action is transitive (S1 # S2).

In order to describenarrative program of episodes, fist we have to define the subject and the object of
«Librax» story. According to Hebert [6], the subjectmay correspond to (1) an anthropomorphic being; (2) a
concrete, inanimate element, including things; (3) a concept. The type of subject differs according to narra-
tive category. O’Connor [7] identifies six basic narratives (founding, visionary, marketing, strategy, histori-
cal, and conventional) in three main categories (personal, generic, and situational). Personalnarratives repre-
sent the life history that qualifies the founder to call himself an entrepreneur and the inspiration that trans-
forms the idea into a promising company. Usually they start by the incident or event that triggered an idea to
create the company. «Libra» story begins when students received the invitation to join Free Market Institute,
and that suggested them an idea to start brokerage business. Personal narrative builds credibility for both the
success of the entrepreneur as an individual and for the success of his idea. «Libra» story, told by company
founders, has strong personal sensemaking aspect, aiming to justify actions taken by story «heroes». The
central figure (the subject) of «Libra» narrative is a collective person — «four company foundersy.

According to the rules of semiotics, the object is what the subject seeks for, or to put in another way, it
is an object of subject’s desire. In many academic entrepreneurship researchdiscoursesthe «object of desire»
is defined as opportunity. For example S.Shane [8; 4] provides one of the most popular definitions of entre-
preneurship, based on the concept of opportunity:

«[entrepreneurship] is an activity that involves the discovery, evaluation and exploitation of opportu-
nities to introduce new goods and services, ways of organizing, markets, processes, and raw material
through organizing efforts that previously had not existedy.

By deconstructing the definition we see that it is conjunctive narrative program — the entrepreneur
seeks opportunity and «joins» with it (exploitation).
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NP =F{S1—(S20)} (the conjuctive NP).

Where the subjects S1 and S2 arexfour entrepreneursy, and the subject of doing S1 is identical to the
subject of state S2, since entrepreneurship is an activity of discovery, evaluation and exploitation. Speaking
about opportunity, entrepreneurs seek to join with «object of desire», i.e. to introduce new ways of organiz-
ing (Episode 1 and Episode 4), new goods (Episode 2), new processes (Episode 3). Opportunity realisation,
or to put in semiotic language joining with the «object», produces new equilibrium state in «Libra» compa-
ny.

Conclusions

The aim of this article was to provide new insights of entrepreneurship emergence in transition econo-
mies and to show how semiotic analysis could contribute to better understanding of this phenomenon. First,
semiotic approachrevealed a deeper structure of entrepreneurial narrative. «Libraynarrative episodes repre-
sent a sequence of stages proceeding from former equilibrium to disequilibrium, and then to new equilibri-
um. Second, the dynamics of change is defined by subject’s desire to «join with the object». While the sub-
ject is «four company foundersy, the object is an opportunity. Semiotic analysis of narrative reveals how in-
dividual explains opportunity discovery, and how it integrates it into experience structure.

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The role of integrated marketing communications
in the formation of image of higher education

The article describes the features of the integration of marketing communications of the university through
the implementation of corporate projects. Combining internal and external marketing communications, in-
volving different target groups of consumers, corporate projects contribute to creating a positive image of the
higher education institution. Integrating Marketing Communications provides mutual support for all of their
constituent elements and leads to a synergistic effect. This approach allows for enhanced communication im-
pact on project participants (both external and internal customers) and enhance its reputation in the market of
educational services.

Key words: marketing, competition, higher education, consumers, educational services, integrated marketing
communications, a synergistic effect, the image of the university, PR-activities.

In modern conditions of improvement of competition, in the education market becomes more important
effective management of university, which based on marketing approach.

Among the many ways of attraction consumers of educational services which used by universities, more
effective way of increasing is communications, which is an important component of the marketing activities
of the institution providing the transfer of the necessary information about the services of the university to
consumers, who is the target audience which affects on the formation and effectiveness of the implementa-
tion of marketing decisions.

Due to increasing of importance of non-price factors of competition, institutions are increasingly fo-
cused on the development of an effective communication policy, by using a variety of communication tools,
implementing university's projects as a set of measures aimed at creating a corporate culture, establishing
and maintaining on justifiable relations and a positive image of the university. However, any set of elements
of communications need of integrated approach, which aimed at different groups of consumers of education-
al services.
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Consequently, there is a necessity to develop models and mechanisms for an integrated approach to the
development of marketing communications of the university, searching more effective ways to integrate with
a variety of factors — communication purposes, the nature and needs of the audience, the ability of institu-
tions, the influence of external conditions and others. Integrated Marketing Communications have to formed
not only on peculiarities of the technology of applying the elements of the set of marketing, but also based on
building interpersonal relationships with the necessary persons, organizations and entities. In addition,
formed mutually beneficial relationships, partnerships, which affect all the activities of the university, including
attracting new entrants, increasing the number of students from among the graduates and partners [1].

There are many forms and methods of promoting educational programs of the university, information
about services, qualities, teacher training, and others. The university can use newspaper and magazine publi-
cations, other media, publish own brochures, to conduct traditional open days and presentations in schools.
In addition to the promotion of products of the university, also may use different anniversaries or memorable
dates of the university and its staff, graduates meeting, the institute of associations of graduates conducted by
the university conferences and symposia, which have become popular in recent years on the job fairs, which
can be not only a method of moving goods, but also distribution channel graduates. In conjunction with the
using of various forms of promotion of educational services, can be provide integration of marketing com-
munications.

One of the most important particulars of the education sector is the multiplicity of subjects as consum-
ers of educational systems. Furthermore, users are divided into groups, which participated directly and indi-
rectly.

A special feature of the university marketing communications is that they must be directed at both the
external (indirect) users — students, parents, graduates of colleges and universities, entrepreneurs, employ-
ers, government agencies, service providers and others. Also, internal consumers of educational services,
which apply educational institutes, such as, students, parents, faculty and staff of the university, directly in-
volved in the educational process. For each group of consumers is necessary to develop targeted marketing
communicational programs. This dual aimed to the fact that studies show that internal consumers have an
impact on the external (through friends, media, personal communication), they formed a imagination about
the university before personal acquaintance with an educational institution. In this regard, the educational
institutions to improve the effectiveness of providing information to potential customers must use an inte-
grated approach that includes two types of marketing communications: internal and external.

With regard to the separation of two consumer groups (internal and external) are: — External marketing
communications — messages are distributed outside of the institution, i.e the receiver of message is outside
of the organization (university).

- Internal marketing communications — information disseminated within the educational institution. In
this case, and the device and the receiver of the message are inside (high school).

The above-mentioned features, necessity for a personal approach to different segments of the market,
which involves building a personal relationship with each customer, determines the formation of the univer-
sity integrated marketing communications as a set of communication tools, aimed at internal and foreign
consumers of educational services with the personal approach.

Given the separation of consumer groups classification marketing communications of university is
shown in Table.

As seen from Table, communication channels are divided into personal and non — personal, according to
chosen of marketing communications. Each of the tools has its own specifics that must be taken into account
when determining the structure of the complex promotion. Regarded classification of communication tools is a
convenient technique to determine the most effective means of exposure to specific customer segments.

Forming integrated marketing communications, educational institution carefully consider and coordi-
nate the work of own channels of communication, providing information on educational services, their quali-
ty, teacher training, and i.e. Integrated Marketing Communications — is a purposeful, complex effect on the
internal and external environment of the organization in the form of complex elements, combines traditional
communication (mass media, direct communications, public relations) and communication aspects of the
processes of production and consumption of services, i.e. there is the relationship between internal and ex-
ternal customers which enhance the image of the university.

Integrated Marketing Communications combine types, channels and means of marketing communica-
tions — internal (implemented within the organization) and external (distributed outside the organization).
Integration of marketing communications involves the integrated using of all elements — advertising, per-
sonal selling, sales promotion, which give a greater effect on sharing than the using of each of them separate-
ly. Integrating Marketing Communications provides mutual support for all of their constituent elements,
joined communicative actions which cause an effect more than just summation. Application of a complex of
marketing communications, interaction with help with the consumers of educational services will enable in-
stitutions to establish a good business reputation and «good relationsy», which, in turn, have a positive impact
on the development of the university and the attainment of the maximum positive results. The aim of inte-
grating marketing communications — not only reduce costs, but also to obtain synergies, which coordinated
using of several tools of marketing communications that are able to bring a greater effect than their single
application [2].

On the existence of this effect based model of integrated marketing communications, formulated by
D.Schultz, S.Tansnbaumom, R.Lauretbornom and widespread practice (Figure 1).

In addition, a synergistic effect — the effect of interaction is coordinated (integrated) marketing and
advertising actions of different types, united by one goal, so that the overall effect of exposure may increase
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the amount of the impact of each of them individually, that is one of the ways to promote educational ser-
vices.

There is creation of integrated marketing communications determined by the sequential alignment of
levels of the integration process. The base is the level of vertical integration, which enshrines the situation
compliance staged objectives of integrated marketing communications objectives of marketing and general
objectives of the corporation.

From current levels of occurrence of synergistic effect of integrated marketing communications greatest
manifestation of the theory and practice related with the concept of marketing communication's complex, the
content of which may vary depending on the level of market development and characteristics of the types of
market. Schematically occurrence synergy levels are shown in Figure 2.

This sequence preserves the continuity of the model of integrated marketing communications, proposed
by A.V.Arlantsev and E.V.Popov (levels 1-3 in Figure 2) [4] and supplemented (level 4) O.Yu. Leynveber [5]:

- On the first level there is a synergistic effect of the interaction of the structural elements of a commu-
nication message that affect different channels of human perception (sight, hearing, smell, touch). Thus, TV
advertising can be more effective than radio advertising, due to exposure to the audience through both image
and audio means. The magnitude and direction of the effect is directly dependent on the stereotypes holding
influence to object and degree of severity;

- On the second level of the synergistic effect is manifested promote integration complex. Thus, adver-
tising and sales promotion activities produce a greater effect on sharing than using separate only advertising
and sales promotion;

-On the third level, a synergistic effect is enhanced when promoting communication resources are uti-
lized all elements of the marketing;

- On the fourth level synergistic effect is enhanced by the direct interaction of direct (internal) and indi-
rect (external) consumers of educational services. An additional effect arises from the interaction of a corpo-
rate university implemented projects involving different groups of consumers who formed a complex inte-
grated marketing communications, taking into account the positioning of each target segment until his indi-
vidualization.

Traditionally, it is believed that in the consumer market forms of communication in order of importance
as follows: in the first place — advertising, then to reduce the degree of importance of sales promotion and
personal selling. If you look at the elements of the complex from the standpoint of promoting the formation
of an effective communication strategy for the university, the scheme will look otherwise. Thus, in the struc-
ture of the communication tools of educational institutions the most important role assigned for interventions
to shape public opinion. There is their exceptional importance in the promotion of educational services due
to the increased requirements for interaction with consumers.
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The role of integrated marketing communications ...

With increasing competition in the market of educational services institutions are experiencing increas-
ing difficulties in differentiating products through quality and price, which is due to the requirements of the
standards. More and more the success of educational institutions depends on the state of the environment. In
connection with this updated value of the individual elements of the complex of marketing communications
— mainly those who create public opinion about the university. One of the features of educational services is
the value to consumers of certain factors shaping the image of the institution, its reputation, image, which
becomes an important factor of competitiveness of the institution. All this necessitates the proper use of
funds universities to shape public opinion.

Integral part of the image formation of educational institution becomes the application as special and
corporate PR-activities that allow to systematically and in combination using the full set of internal and ex-
ternal marketing communications.

Among the large variety of PR-activities can be distinguished corporate projects, which combine all the
elements of marketing communications aimed to participants, both external and internal consumers of educa-
tional services.

Corporate projects in the education system are a set of programs aimed to creating a common corporate
culture of all structural units and to ensure their competitiveness and efficiency.

Through participation in corporate projects of different consumer groups, the process of information
transmission through integrated marketing communications helps to perpetuate in their minds the image re-
quired, provided the memorability of the university also forming a positive image of the educational institu-
tion.

Implementation of the university enterprise project involves not only the union of different target
groups, which developed general, involve them in the activities of the specific objectives of the project, but
also the integration of marketing communications for the project participants. Enhancing the impact on the
image of the university is due to the interaction in the process of participation in corporate projects of inter-
nal and external consumers of educational services. Integration of marketing communications in the corpo-
rate design provides maximum to attract consumers. Cause they are tar For the successful implementation of
corporate projects is advisable to establish closer contacts with target audiences, which include not only the
staff, students and employers, but also potential customers who have as a result of the management of their
actions formed a favorable opinion on the benefits of education in multi-level educational complex and bene-
fits interaction, provide the greatest awareness of participants — target groups.

It's necessary to achieve harmony between the external and internal customers of the organization, and
this is largely dependent on its existing relationships. It is considered that this harmony is achieved when
formed corporate relations. Corporate relations of the university based on the using corporate projects.

Being the main form of integration of marketing communications, corporate projects united for partici-
pation in the activities of the various groups of consumers. Implementing the tasks, they become one of the
tools to achieve the strategic objectives of the university, affecting basic aspects of activities and orientated
aims on prospect. Achieving a positive image of the university, which was built on the using of corporate
projects, including integrated marketing communications, carried out by the impact on the target audience,
both internal and external. Taking part in the activities which the corporate project organized for consumers
of educational services receive positive impressions of the college, which remained in the memory for a long
time and the most importantly — are transmitted acquaintance through, friends, relatives, other consumer
groups, forming a positive image of the university.

Thus, the selection of the target audience allows to communicate more effectively with people of differ-
ent segments. At the same time, may figure out how to position them more effectively, how to better convey
information to consumers.

A distinctive feature of the corporate project — to go beyond the standard tools of marketing communi-
cations and to provide educational services or activities of the institution, in accordance with the needs of
each target audience. Thus, the complex integrated marketing communications aimed to promoting the edu-
cational services of the universities, creating a positive image of the university entrants, students, teachers,
employers, graduates and other target audiences.

Necessary to carry out marketing communication activities at the university regularly used in conjunc-
tion marketing communications. However, studies have shown, universities are not in a limited way, the pos-
sibility of using means of communication, the frequency of their use has been a surge of activity usually oc-
curs in anticipation of receiving campaign. Stir in the rest of the news reports «on the occasion.»
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By acting on the internal and external environment of the organization, universities are using integrated
marketing communications tools that are focused on establishing long-term relationships through joint im-
plementation of corporate projects aimed to creating a positive image of an educational institution.

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Theoretical approaches to the formation and development
of the concept of social audit

The article is devoted to theoretical approaches to the definition of social audit. The article is based on the
method of comparative analysis. The authors analyze the various definitions of social audit and summarize
the views of researchers in this field. Two main approaches are highlighted that reflect the content of the cat-

egory.

Key words: human resources; audit; social audit; social partnership.

Background research is determined by the fact that in today's economy become important resources rep-
resented in the labor market. No production is impossible without a man, as the effective use in the produc-
tion of knowledge, innovation and creativity becomes a decisive factor of economic growth, which is a pre-
condition for social progress. It is essential that economic policy and social policy are mutually reinforcing,
creating conditions for sustainable development of enterprises.

Quality personnel, its ability and willingness to solve problems in the conditions of reforming, largely
determine the efficiency of the subjects. The formation of a competent staff of an appropriate level of profes-
sional competence is an important condition for the successful implementation of the challenges facing busi-
nesses.

Each manager strives to maintain the pace of development and stability of the enterprise. Competitive-
ness and increase productivity is only possible with the effective use of human resources of the organization
and a clear system of management. Therefore, in addition to traditional forms of control over the enterprise is
gaining growing importance of human resource control. Entities must use all their available reserves to the
staff really played a major factor in improving the competitiveness of the organization, productive and moti-
vated worked. Identify unused reserves and develop ways to improve the personnel management system will
help the social audit. Thus, in a market economy, the need for audit is felt not only in finance, but also in the
sphere of social relations.

On the staff of the term «audit» has come from the financial activities of enterprises. Audit gradually
transformed into a large interconnected system of integrated control activities in the company. It is divided
by industry, sub-sectors, areas such as, for example, management audit, operational audit, human resources,
intellectual property audits, audit quality management, etc. But for all kinds of general audit is its essence as
a systemic form of implementation of the diagnostic study, which suggests the effectiveness of the organiza-
tion and how to improve them.

So, in a modern market economy cannot be the normal functioning of the companies without a devel-
oped system of social partnership, because it is the human factor ensures the effectiveness of the company.
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Management of social development at the level of the organization is aimed at creating conditions for the
effective implementation of the labor potential of the team and the formation of a high level of motivation of
human resources, which in its totality allows to increase productivity and improve financial performance.
Accordingly, there was a need for a tool of analysis and evaluation of the effectiveness of the control mecha-
nism of social development organization. According to scientists, it is the social audit is a major instrument
for regulating the state of social and labor relations.

Formulation of the problem. Social audit is a new phenomenon in the modern social sciences and social
practices of the global market economy. Formation of a new category requires its theoretical understanding
and defining its place in the system of economic categories of modern economics.

Undeniable contribution to the development of social audit issues brought many scientists. However,
appreciating the contribution of scientists, is to recognize that to date no-one comprehensive definition of
social audit. Therefore, the purpose of this article is to review and synthesis of approaches to the definition of
social audit.

Research methods. The paper used methods such as description of procedures, building schemes, the
method comparisons.

The main part. From the middle of the XX century in Western countries there is a change in the percep-
tion of the social aspects of the market economy. Social audit appears, and becomes effective and relevant
technologies of regulation of social and economic relations in countries with developed market economies
[1].

In the scientific literature, the concept of social audit appeared in the 1940s. It was introduced in the
scientific revolution professor of economics at Stanford Business School Kreps T.J., the term is used to de-
scribe methods of verification (verification) of companies talking about their social responsibility. Also ques-
tions, allows the audience to appreciate the significance and role of the human factor for the company, have
been considered in the «Social Audit on Service Management survival» (Umblija J.) [2].

In 1953, an American researcher Bowen H.R. in his writings describes the concept, according to which
«social responsibility can be extended to business, and the firm receives income is a factor in the develop-
ment of the state's economy».

In the 1960s, British economist Goyder D. considering the social audit as an effective tool for the man-
agement, which will allow the public to influence the policy of the company [3].

In the future, this trend developed a number of French researchers such as J.-M.Peretti, J.-L.Vachette,
P.Candau, A.Couret, J.Igalens.

In 1984, J. -M.Peretti and J. -L.Vachette in the book «Social Audit» address issues of economic, tech-
nical and social efficiency of organizations in terms of the methodology of social audit [4].

In 1985, the work is published P.Candau, in which social audit is considered as «independent monitor-
ing activities, analysis, evaluation and recommendations. The activities are based on the methodology and
use the method allows a comparison with a reference book to determine first the strengths and challenges in
the use of uniformed personnel costs and risks. This makes it possible to diagnose and identify the causes of
these problems, assess their significance and, finally, to make recommendations for the implementation of
specific actions, which, however, never implemented by the auditor» (Figure 1) [5].

In 1988 the President of the International Institute of Social Audit Vatue R. published a monograph
«Audit of social control». In his opinion, «social audit — management tool and a method of observation,
which by analogy with the financial and accounting audit provides an opportunity to assess the ability of a
business or organization to manage emerging human or social problems caused by professional activitiesy.

Thus, in the work of the French sociologist social audit is seen as a complex technology, some research
procedure, which includes social diagnosis, assessment, prediction and design of social processes and objects
(Figure 3).

At present, the social audit has become a stable system, with its characteristic features, procedures,
technologies, and with specific methods of analysis and is considered by many scholars. In modern literature
in the most general form of social audit — a process evaluation, preparation of the report, to enhance the
functioning of the organization and style, a means of measuring its impact on society as a whole.

Pashko T.Y. considering the social audit as «a procedure of information and analytical support for per-
formance management of modern (market-oriented) businesses in the field of regulation of social and labor
relations in order to identify areas of imbalance and tension, to maintain a stable climate in the workplace,
the development of social partnership and the effectiveness». According to the author, the determining factor
of a qualitatively new system of social and labor relations is the social responsibility of all actors, based on a
modern legal regulation in the sphere of labor [7].
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Volovik O.A. under the social audit understands «category, reflecting the process of diagnosis of social
space, which includes a multi-dimensional evaluation, systems analysis and forecast the state of the object
under study scenarios. According to the author, in a complex form of «social audit is an assessment of the
material, social and spiritual conditions for the reproduction of social capital territorial community. Under
conditions of inequality of socio-economic development of territories (depressive, donors, and other one-
industry towns.), topical, natural-climatic, socio-cultural factors in the development and indicators can be
more specific and detailed. Human and cultural capital determines the capabilities of civil society, the key
determinant of the development of the vector are partnerships of public organizations with authority. The
degree of public trust in the authorities is one of the criteria for its effectiveness [8].

According to Sochneva E.N. «Social audit is analysis of the effectiveness of social programs of the in-
stitution and the verification of their compliance with the selected standards. It is a measure of the degree of
corporate social responsibility. Social audit system may be used as public institutions, both private institu-
tions, and in general to the state. «In this regard, the author suggests in conducting social audit applied to
each institute its own criteria for evaluating the effectiveness of which are presented in Table [9].

In theory of Shulus A.A. and Popov Y.N. the social audit is based on the concept of socioeconomics —
interdisciplinary scientific discipline, the center of which is the reproduction of human resources. According
to them the social audit in the broadest sense — an analysis of the effectiveness of social programs of the
company and check their compliance with the selected standards in a narrow — verification of social ac-
countability or «a specific form of analysis, audit conditions of social environment of the organization in or-
der to identify social risk factors and develop proposals for reduce their interaction». Like the financial or
accounting audit, social audit is a unique management tool. The essence of it is reduced to diagnose the
causes of social problems, multifaceted assessment of the importance, urgency and opportunity to resolve
them, the development of specific recommendations for the prevention of social tension in the organization,
improve the management of personnel [10].

Thus, the authors examine the social audit «as an effective tool for regulating socio-economic relations,
can significantly increase the level of human resource management — critical factor production in a modern
market economy».

Chuprikova Z.V. and Zhakov A.V. associated social audit with the evaluation process, the preparation
of the report, to enhance the functioning of the organization and style, a means of measuring its impact on
society as a whole. With the help of social audit can be measured by the degree of corporate social responsi-
bility. They are evaluated primarily formal and informal rules of behavior within the organization, the views
of the parties interested in the company, in order to select an environment conducive to quality management
and human resource development. Like the internal financial audit, social audit requires a clear statement of
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research criteria: what kind of results the company aims to achieve, which groups the public opinion affect
the success of its business and public performance will be measured by its effectiveness [11].

Concept of social audit is reflected in the works of local researchers.

Taspenova G.A., Kaldybaeva T. describe the social audit as a specific form of analysis, audit social en-
vironment of the organization in order to identify social risk factors and develop proposals to reduce their
exposure [12,13].

Thus, according to the analysis of the theoretical aspects of social audit are two basic approaches to the
nature of this category (Figure 4).

The term «human resources audit» is now also widely spread, which refers to «a kind of diagnostic tool
and the conformity assessment of personnel potential of the organization to its objectives and strategies».
Abdurakhmanov K.H. and Y.G.Odegov develop this definition, adding personnel audit identifying strengths
and weaknesses of the team, its trends and possible variants of behavior in the changed situation. Some au-
thors introduce the concept of organizational and personnel audit and evaluation include not only qualitative
and quantitative characteristics of the staff, but also the analysis of HR processes, organizational structure.

In North America, the term «audit of human resources» is «range of services in a systematic, formalized
and extensive examination (evaluation system of personnel managementy», «assessment is carried out in the
organization of the management of personnel», «total quality control management of human resources indi-
vidual division or company as a whole».

Conclusion. Thus, the approach to personnel as a resource management system changes qualitatively.
The leaders formed an understanding of what is needed to make personnel decisions, appropriate develop-
ment strategy of the organization and designed for long-lasting effect, invest in search and retain high-quality
staff to shape generalists, which take responsibility for the decision to not only current, but and strategic ob-
jectives.

In response to the substantial increase in volume and complexity of personnel management emerged as
a kind of social audit management tool, similar to financial accounting or auditing. Specificity of social audit
is based mainly on the nature and character of the audited entity, which dictate the use of certain methods
suitable to this type. Area of human resources is mainly qualitative characteristics, therefore, insufficient to
offset the quantitative information, the auditor uses the methods and techniques peculiar to the social scienc-
es.

Its essence is to diagnose the causes of problems arising in the organization, assess their significance
and possible solutions, formulate specific recommendations for the management of the organization. In other
words, the social audit is an analysis of social risk factors and developer of proposals to reduce their impact.
Its aims are evaluate the ability of the organization to resolve social problems that arise inside and outside,
and manage those of them that have a direct impact on an individual's career. Thus, the purpose of social au-
dit is examination of the work of enterprise management in the improvement of employment, reduction of
stress and absenteeism, increase job satisfaction among employees.

At present, the social audit is a tool of management and control, as well as the method of observation,
which is similar to financial accounting or auditing, designed for a specific area — labor relations.
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The analysis presented in the scientific literature approaches to the definition of social audit showed the
prevalence of these socio-economic criteria to be considered a social audit in relation to the study of social
and labor relations at the company, the management of human resources in the enterprise. An important fea-
ture is the representation of social audit as a tool of social partnership. There was developed the idea of
communication of social audit and social responsibility.

Problems and perspectives of individual income tax calculation

Wages and salaries — is a major part of payments to individuals that are subject to personal income tax.
According to the Ministry of Finance tax on personal income tax and social together form a major part of
local revenues RK. Individual income tax is the most promising in the light of its productivity: ceteris
paribus, this tax to the tax authorities are easier to control than other taxes, and also from paying it harder to
avoid unfair to taxpayers.

Turizm, milli gelire olan katkisinin yaninda; dviz kazandirici yonii, 6demeler dengesindeki agiklart kapatma
pozisyonu ve sagladigi is olanaklar1 agisindan, ekonomik ve sosyal dengelerin merkezindeki sektorler
arasindadir. Thracattan sonra en biiyiik déviz kaynag sektdr olan turizm, etkiledigi ve etkilendigi sektorler
acisindan son derece hayati bir konumdadir. Turizmin 6nemi, birka¢ gosterge acisindan da Ozetlenebilir:
Turizm gelirinin, milli gelir i¢indeki payi, son 30 yilda % 0,6’dan % 4’e kadar ¢ikmistir. Ote yandan sektor
gelirinin ihracat gelirine oran1 da % 10’dan % 20’lere kadar yiikselmistir. D1g ticaret agigin1 kapatma pay1 da
benzer egilimle % 60 ortalamaya kadar gelisme gostermistir. Bu kapsamda ¢alismamizda ikincil kaynaklar
kullanilarak, turizm sektoriiniin Tiirkiye Ekonomisindeki yeri ve 6demeler bilangosuna etkileri tespit edilmek
suretiyle, 1980-2013 yillar1 arasinda turizm sektoriinde iktisadi anlamda goriilen degisimler tablolar
yardimiyla analiz edilmeye ¢aligiimustir.

Glinlimiizde parasal ve kitlevi bir olay haline gelen turizmin; yarattigi ekonomik ve
politik etkiler, iilke ekonomilerinde ve 6zellikle uluslararasi ekonomik ve politik iligkilerde 6nemli sonuglar
dogurmaktadir.

Bu durum, yalniz uluslararasi turizm hareketinden biiyiikk pay alan gelismis iilkelerde degil, aym
zamanda gelismekte olan llkelerde de turizme verilen 6nemi arttirmaktadir. Ulusal ve uluslararasi diizeyde
kazandig1 dev boyutlarla turizmin ; yatirimlar1 ve is hacmini gelistiren, gelir yaratan, doviz saglayan, yeni
istthdam alanlar1 acan, sosyal ve Kkiiltiirel hayat1 etkileyen, siyasal bakimdan da 6nemli toplumsal ve
insancil fonksiyonlarin gerceklestirilmesini kolaylagtiran bir nitelik kazanmasi, {lkelerin dikkatinin bu
ekonomik olay iizerinde yogunlasmasina neden olmustur. Ozellikle gelismekte olan iilkelerin karsilastiklar:
ckonomik sorunlarin ve darbogazlarin asilmasinda, turizmin yarattigt dinamik ekonomik etkiler,
s6z konusu tilkelerin turizme daha ¢ok 6nem vermesine neden olmustur.

Dis ticaretin ve sanayinin finansmani sorunu, ihracati ve diger doviz kazandiric1 faaliyetleri onemli hale
getirmis, bu durum, ihracatta biiylimenin kisa vadede sinirlarina ulasabilecegi kanaati sonucunda, ihracat
disinda diger doviz kazandirici faaliyetlere de yonelinmesi gerektiginin anlasilmasina neden olmustur.

Turizm, giiniimiizde doviz girdisini arttirici ve istihdam olusturucu 6zellikleriyle ulusal ekonomiye
katkida bulunan, uluslararasi kiiltiirel ve toplumsal iletisimi saglayict ve biitiinlestirici etkisiyle diinya
bariginin korunmasinda biiyiik pay1 olan bir sektordiir.

Tiirk ekonomisinin de vazgecilmez temel taslarindan birisi olan turizm, bugilinkii dis ticaret acigina,
enflasyona ve igsizlige ¢are arayan hiikiimetlerin 6nemle tizerinde durdugu bir konudur.

Tiirkiye’de de turizm sektori, 6zellikle 1980 yilindan sonra biiylik bir gelisme gostermis ve iilkenin
ekonomik sikintilar yasadigi donemlerde biiylik bir doviz girdisi saglayarak dis agiklarin giderilmesinde,
igsizligin azaltilmasinda, 6demeler bilangosunun iyilestirilmesinde 6nemli bir paya sahip olmustur. Bu
baglamda ¢alismanin amaci, turizmin Tiirkiye ekonomisi i¢indeki yeri ve Onemini, gelisimini ve temel
ekonomik biiytikliikler agisindan durumunu ikincil verileri kullanarak analiz etmektir.

Turizmin Tiirkiye Ekonomisindeki Yeri ve Onemi

Turizm diinya 6l¢eginde pek ¢ok iilke ekonomisi iizerine 6nemli katkilar saglayan bir faaliyet alanidir.
Turizm faaliyeti 6zellikle gelismekte olan iilkeler ag¢isindan, ihtiya¢ duyulan dovizi saglayan, istihdam
olanaklarini artiran ve refah diizeyi yliksek bir yasam tarzin1 s6z konusu iilke insanlarma kazandiran bir
Ozellik arz etmektedir.

Turizmin temel ekonomik Onemi, bir iilke ya da yoreye gelen turistlerce yapilan harcamalardir.
Turizmin ulusal ya da uluslararasi olsun asil ekonomik énemi; turistlerin varis yerinde yaptiklar1 harcamalar
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yoluyla, iilkeye ve yerel halka ekonomik katki saglamalaridir. Her yil turizm akimlarn yoluyla gelismis
ckonomilerden diger ekonomilere biiyiik miktarlarda deger aktarimi yapilmaktadir.

Turizmin bir kitle hareketi olarak ortaya g¢ikisindan uzunca bir siire sonra ekonomi bilimi turizm
faaliyetine deginmistir. 1920'lerin sonlarina dogru turizm bazi iilkelerin ekonomileri i¢in énemi hizla artan
faaliyet niteligi kazanmis, 6zellikle 6demeler bilangosu yoniinden agirligi arttikca dikkatleri iizerine cekmeye
baglamigtir [1; 104].

Diinyada oldugu gibi Tiirkiye'de de turizm faaliyetleri son 25 yilda gelisme egilimine girmistir. Tlirkiye
ozellikle son yillarda turizmi 6nemli Olglide tesvik ederek dis turizm gelirlerini artirma ve bu gelirlerle
o0demeler dengesi agiklarmi kapatma politikasi benimsemistir. Benimsemis oldugu bu politikada Gnemli
oranda basar1 saglayan Tirkiye i¢in 6demeler dengesini olumlu etkileyen en 6énemli kalemlerden birisinin
turizm oldugu goriilmektedir.

Tiirkiye'de turizm sektoriinde ozellikle 1980'1i yillardan itibaren yapilan yatirnimlara ve izlenen
politikalara bagli olarak gozle goriiliir diizeyde gelisme gozlemlenmis olup giiniimiizde de bu gelismenin
siirmekte oldugu soylenebilir. Bu donemde sadece ekonomik alanda degil, sosyal ve kiiltiirel alanlarda da
Tirkiye disa agilmis olup bu dénemdeki disa agilma politikalar1 turizm agisindan da 6nemli gelismelere
onciiliik etmistir [2; 12].

Tiirkiye'de turizm sektoriine yonelik politika belirleme caligmalar1 1980'de baglamistir. Ayn1 yil i¢inde
cikartilan «Turizmi Tesvik Karari», 1982'de yiiriirliige giren 2634 sayili «Turizmi Tesvik Yasasi», ve 1985
yilinda turizmin «Kalkinmada Ozel Onem Tasiyan Sektdrler» kapsamina almmasiyla turizm sektdriiniin
gelismesindeki engeller dnemli 6l¢iide giderilmis ve kisa zaman igerisinde turizm sektorii Tiirk ekonomisi
icin vazgecilmez bir konuma gelme basarisini goéstermistir [3; 220].

Tiirkiye’nin GSMH’si i¢indeki turizmin payi, 1980 yilinda %0,6’dan 2010 yilinda % 2,6’ya; turizmin
ihracat geliri igindeki pay1 ayni yillar i¢in %11,2’den % 18,3’e; dis ticaret agigin1 kapama payi ise %6,5’den
% 34,4’ye gikmustir.

2013 yil1 istatistiklerine baktigimizda, Tiirkiye’de turizm sektoriiniin gercek bir «altin yil»inin yasadigi
ifade edilmektedir. Bu baglamda 34,910 bin turist ve 32 milyar dolar gelir hedefine ulasilmistir. Bu rakamlar
cercevesinde Diinyada turist sayisinda 6’nci siraya yiikselen Tiirkiye, elde edilen gelir siralamasinda ise
9’uncu sirada yer almaktadir. 2014 yili i¢in iilkeye gelecek olan yabanci ziyaretgi sayisinin 37-38 milyon,
Turizm gelirinin ise 35 milyar dolar civarinda olacagi 6ngdriilmektedir.

Turizmin Tirkiye ekonomisindeki yerini degerlendirirken uluslararasi turizmdeki gelismeler de dikkate
almmalidir. Ozellikle son yillarda uluslararasi turizm, gerek turist hareketleri gerekse gelirleri agisindan
biiyiik bir biiylime gostermistir (Tablo 1).

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Tirkiye de 1960’dan bu yana gelen turist sayisina baktigimzda yillar itibari ile stirekli bir artis trendi i¢inde
oldugu sonucuna varilmaktadir. 1960 yilinda 124 bin olan gelen turist sayis1 2013 yilinda 34,910 bin kisiye
ulasmustir. Turkiye’ye gelen turistlerin turizm gelirleri agisindan katkilart degerlendirildiginde ise 1970’lerde 52

milyon dolar olan turizm gelirinin 2013 yilina gelindiginde 32,3 milyon dolar oldugu sonucuna varilmaktadir.

WTO (World Tourism Organization)’nun hazirladig: bir rapora gore, 2020 yilinda turist sayisinin diinya
genelinde 1,6 milyar dolar civarinda olacagi Ongorillmektedir. Diinya turizm pastasinin parasal
biiyiikliigiiniin ise 2 trilyon dolar civarinda olacagi beklenmektedir. Tirkiye, 21.ylizyila turizmde 1 milyon
yatak kapasitesi, yilda 25 milyon turist ve 15 milyar dolar gelir vizyonuyla girerken, diinya turizm sektorii
2020 yilinda 2 trilyon dolarlik dev bir pastayr paylamak icin kiyasiya rekabete konu olacaktir. Bu rapora
goOre; 2020 yilinda Tirkiye, turizm pastasindan en ¢ok pay alan ilk on tlke arasina giremeyecektir. Diger
yandan, 2020 yilinda Ispanya, Italya, Yunanistan ve Tiirkiye’nin bulundugu Akdeniz Bélgesi’nin 332 milyon
turist ¢ekecegi tahmin edilmektedir [5; 76].

Yukaridaki tabloda gordiigiimiiz gibi 2012 yil1 verilerine gére Tiirkiye diinyada en ¢ok ziyaret edilen iilkeler

arasinda 6.sirada yer alirken, tilkelerin elde ettikleri turizm gelirleri iizerinden 10.sirada (Tablo 3) yer almaktadir.

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Turizm ve milli gelir etkilesiminde iizerinde durulmasi gereken ve turizmin ekonomideki roliind,
Onemini ortaya ¢ikaran bir diger nokta da, turizm gelirlerinin gayri safi milli hasila (GSMH) ile olan
iliskisinin Olgiilmesidir. Turizmin GSMH'ye Kkatkisi, ¢ogunlukla yabanci ziyaret¢i harcamalarini cari
fiyatlarla tahmin ederek ve bundan turizm sektorii tarafindan satin alinan mal ve hizmetlerin maliyetini
¢ikararak hesaplanir. Verilere baktigimizda (Tablo 4) Tirkiye’de turizm gelirlerinin GSMH igindeki pay1
1998 yilindan bu yana hep artis gostermistir, 2012 yili itibariyle turizm gelirlerinin GSMH igindeki pay1
%3,7 olmaktadr.

Turizmin Odemeler Dengesine Etkileri

Turizmin milli ekonomideki ve uluslararasi ekonomik baglantilardaki rolii ilk olarak &demeler
bilangosundaki yeri ile belirtilmektedir. Turist kabul eden tilkenin uluslararasi ekonomik durumunu en iyi ve
en agik sekilde gosteren 6l¢ii, o ililkenin dis 6demeler bilangosudur [6].

Uluslararas1 turizmin yarattifi doviz hareketleri, turist génderen iilkenin doviz talebini, turist ¢ceken
iilkenin ise doviz arzim arttiric1 bir rol oynar. Ancak, turizm sektdriiniin doviz arz ve talebini etkileyerek dig
O0demeler bilangosu lizerinde olumlu etkiler yaratmasi, diger bir ifadeyle sektoriin net doviz kazanci
yaratmasi bazi sartlarin olugsmasina baglidir. Bunlar, asagidaki gibi ifade edilebilir [7; 39]:

- Elde edilen ddvizler i¢in yapilan doviz giderleri (c) ile doviz gelirleri (r) arasindaki oran 1'den kiigiik
olmalidir: (c/r<1).

- Turizm sektoriiniin doviz girdisi paymin, s6z konusu iilkede turizm sektdrii bulunmamasi halinde,
alternatif sektorlerin getirecegi dovizden fazla olmasi gerekmektedir.

Turizmin; dis 6demeler bilangosuna yansiyan kismi, turist akimlarinin yarattigi doviz gelir ve
giderleridir. Bagka bir anlatimla pasif dis turizm giderleri ile aktif dis turizm gelirleri arasindaki (+) farktir ve
o iilke i¢in turizmin parasal karakterini simgeler. Ancak, turizm gelir ve giderleri ile ilgili veriler cogunlukla
saglikl bilgiyi iceriyor olmamasi nedeniyle gercegi yansitmaktan uzak olabilmektedir.

Odemeler Bilancosunun Tanimi, Kalemleri ve Turizm

Odemeler bilangosu; bir iilkede yerlesik kisilerin, belirli bir donem iginde diger iilkelerdeki yerlesik
kisilerle yaptiklar1 tim ekonomik islemleri gosteren bir tablodur [8; 150].

Odemeler bilangosuna sadece o yil iginde fiilen gerceklesmis uluslararasi ekonomik islemler kaydedilir.
Bu durum, édemeler bilancosunun bir stok degil, akim degisken olmasini ifade eder. Ornegin; 6demeler
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bilangosu, sadece ilgili doneme ait turizm gelir ve giderlerini gosterir. Yoksa o yila kadar olusmus toplam
turizm gelir ve giderlerini gostermez [9; 134].

Odemeler bilangosuna muhasebe teknigine uygun olarak kayit yapalir; iilke ekonomisi lehine parasal bir
alacak hakki dogdugu zaman 6demeler bilancosuna alacak olarak (+) ve iilke ekonomisinde doéviz ¢ikisina
yol agan islemler de borg (-) olarak kaydedilir. Odemeler bilangosuna (+) olarak kaydedilen kalemler, aktif
ya da gelirler kismi; (-) olarak kaydedilen kalemler ise pasif ya da giderler kismi olarak adlandirilir.

Odemeler bilancosu, ¢esitli kalemlerden olusmaktadir. Cari islemler hesabinda, mallar ve hizmetlerle
ilgili kalemler yer alir. Bu hesapta yer alan ihracat ve ithalat kalemleri, bir iilke ekonomisi ile diger iilke
ckonomileri arasinda borg-alacak iliskisinin dogmasina neden olan islemlerin sonucunu yansitir. Bir {ilkenin
sadece mal ihrag ve ithalinden dogan alacak ve borg¢larini gosteren hesaba, dis ticaret hesabir denir ve ithalat
ile ihracat islemlerinin gerektirdigi doviz giris ve ¢ikislarimi kapsar. Cari islemler hesabi iginde fiziki mal
ticaretinden baska hizmet ithal ve ihracindan dogan 6deme akimlari da yer almaktadir. Hizmet ithal ve
ihracina goriinmez ticaret (invisible trade) de denir. Bu hesabin iginde en 6nemli kalemlerden biri, dig
turizmdir.

D1s 6demeler bilangosundaki uluslararasi ekonomik iglemlerin diger boliimiinii de sermaye ithal ve
ihract olusturur. Sermaye hesab1 genelde bir {ilkede yerlesik kisi ve kuruluslarin, diger tlkelere yaptiklari
fiziki yatirnmlarla (isletme tesisi, bina, arazi vb.) smirlarin 6tesine aktarilan mali kaynaklardan (yabanci
tahvil, hisse senedi alim-satimi, banka hesab1 agtirilmasi vb.) olusur.

Odemeler bilangosu agisindan iilkeye yurt disindan sermaye girisi bir alacak islemi, iilkeden sermaye
¢ikist da bir borg islemidir. Bu 6zellik, mal ve hizmet akimlarindaki durumun tersine bir mekanizmayla
caligmaktadir. Cari islemler hesab1 ve sermaye hesabina otonom ya da dengesizlik doguran (gap-making)
islemler de denir. Ciinkii bunlar, ticaret hayatimin normal isleyisine gore yapilir. Odemeler bilangosunda bir
acik ya da fazla doguran islemler bunlardir [9; 136—143].

Odemeler bilangosunun diger bir hesap grubunu, rezerv hareketleri olusturur. Bu hesap, Merkez
Bankas1 kasalarindaki altin ve ddviz rezervlerinde meydana gelen degismeleri gosterir. Resmi rezerv
islemleri «denklestirici» (accommodating) niteliktedir. Clinkii bunlar; mal, hizmet ve sermaye akimlarina
bagli olarak Merkez Bankasinin doviz rezervlerinde ortaya ¢ikan artis ya da azaliglan gosterirler. Diger bir
deyisle, bu islemlerin ortaya c¢ikis nedeni otonom iglemlerin 6demeler bilangosunda dogurdugu
dengesizliklerdir. S6z konusu islemler, bu islemleri karsilamak i¢in yapilir. O nedenle, bunlara da
«dengesizlik giderici» (gap-filling) islemler adi verilir. Diger yandan &demeler bilangosunda, iilkelerin
IMF'deki gekme haklarinda goriilen degisimler de kaydedilir. Odemeler bilangosunun hesaplarindan biri de,
«net hata ve noksan» kalemidir. Bu hesabin gorevi; muhasebe anlaminda bilangonun aktif ve pasif
taraflarmin birbirine esit olmas1 gereckeceginden, ddemeler bilangosunun esitligini saglamaktir. Bu hesapta
esitlik, noksan olan tarafa «net hata ve noksan» kaleminin eklenmesiyle saglamir [9; 136—-146, 10; 208-211].

1985 yilina kadar, Tiirkiye’de 6demeler bilangosu geleneksel yontemle diizenlenmekteydi. 1985 yil
Mart ayinda 6demeler bilangosu hesaplari, yeni bir diizenlemeye tabi tutularak kaydedilmeye baslanmistir.
Yeni diizenlemenin amaci, ddemeler bilangosu istatistiklerinin, uluslararasi standartlara uygun olarak
siniflandirilmasi ve diizenlenmesi seklinde 6zetlenebilir.

Yeni diizenlemeye gore; mallar, hizmetler ve sermaye hareketleri ile ilgili kalemlerde Tiirkiye'de
yerlesik olan kisilerle, yerlesik olmayan kisiler ayrimina gidilmistir. Baska bir degisiklik de, dis ticaret
rakamlarinin belirlenmesinde yapilmistir. Geleneksel sistemde ithalat degerleri, C.L.F. (maliyet + sigorta +
navlun) degeri olarak hesaplanirken, yeni sistemde dig ticaret dengesinde sadece mal hareketlerini gostermek
gayesiyle; F.O.B. (Free on Board) degeri, yani ithal malinin satici iilkeden ¢ikis degerinin kullanilmasina
karar verilmistir [10; 211].

Yeni diizenlemede; dis turizm gelirleri ve dis turizm giderleri, birbirinden tamamen bagimsiz olarak
hesaplanip 6demeler bilangosuna ayr1 ayr1 kalemler halinde kaydedilmektedir. 1985 yilina kadar Tiirkiye'de
uygulanan geleneksel yontemde, aktif dig turizm ile pasif dis turizm dengesi almip, 6demeler bilangosundaki
goriinmez islemlere «seyahat» kalemi olarak ayni baslik altinda kaydedilirdi [10; 211].

Tablo-5'te 6demeler bilangosu kalemleri ayrintili bir bigimde gosterilmistir. Burada; yillar itibariyle
Tirkiye'nin 6demeler bilangosu, 20082013 yillarimt kapsayacak sekilde yer almustir. Turizm (+) gelir
kalemi, iilkemizi ziyaret eden yabancilarin {ilke i¢indeki ¢esitli hizmet birimlerinde bozdurduklar dovizleri
ya da yaptiklar1 harcamalar1 gosterir. Turizm (-) gider kalemi ise, turistik amacla yurt disina ¢ikan iilke
sakinlerinin gittikleri iilkelerde harcamak iizere bankalardan aldiklar1 dévizleri gosterir.

Tablo-5'te Cari islemler hesabi ve sermaye hesabi ana kalemler halinde verilmistir. Tiirkiye'nin
o0demeler bilangosunu uzun yillar olumsuz yonde etkileyen en 6nemli kalemlerin, dis ticaret hesab1 ve dig
borg anapara ve faiz 6demeleri oldugu bilinmektedir. Son yillarda gerek ihracatin artmasi ve gerekse turizm
gibi goriinmeyen bazi kalemlerin gelirlerinde artis goriilmesi sonucu, dis 6demeler bilangosunda gézlenen
kismi diizelmeye stireklilik kazandirabilmek i¢in dis ticaret agigini azaltip, goriinmeyen kalem gelirlerinden
turizm gibi agirhigi fazla olanlar1 gelistirmek ve dis borglar1 denetim altina almanin gerekliligi agiktir. Zira
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Tablo-5 ten da gozlendigi gibi net turizm gelirleri yildan yila siirekli artarak 6demeler bilangosu agigini
kapatan 6nemli kalemlerden biri haline gelmistir.

Gelismekte olan iilkelerin ¢ogunlugunun, dénemsel ve bazen de kronik olarak déviz dar bogazlari ile
karsilagtiklar1 ve ekonomik kalkinma agisindan gereksinim duyduklar1 ara ve yatirim mallarini satin almakta
giicliik ¢ektikleri bilinmektedir. Bu nedenle, gelismekte olan bircok iilke, turizmi gelistirilmesi gereken ilk ve
onemli sektor olarak gormektedir. Birgok iilkede turizmi gelistirme diisiince ve c¢abalarimin temel ¢ikis
noktasi, doviz getirisi saglamak olmustur. Resmi turizm politikalarmin belirlenmesinde 6demeler bilangosu
sorunlart 6nemli rol oynamaktadir [11; 143]. Turizm, yabanci sermayeye olan bagimliliklarin1 azaltmak
isteyen gelismekte olan iilkeler agisindan, onemli Ustlinliikler tasiyan bir ekonomik faaliyettir. Zira yerli
girisimciler i¢in sdz konusu olabilecek teknolojik sinirlamalar, turizmde diger sektorlere oranla en alt
diizeydedir.

1973 yilinda yapilan ve 44" gelismekte olan ve 8'i gelismis iilke olmak tlizere 52 iilkeyi kapsayan bir
aragtirma; ihracatlarinin %10'unu asan turizm gelirlerine sahip iilkeleri «turizm iilkesi» olarak
tanimlamaktadir. Bu gruplama igerisinde: Bahama, Bermuda, Barbados, Haiti, Fiji, Malta gibi ada devletleri
ve Fas, Tunus, Kenya, Meksika, Panama gibi ekonomik gelisme agisindan oldukg¢a sinirli kaynaklara sahip
iilkeler ilk siralarda yer almaktadirlar [12; 45]. Buradan yola ¢ikarak; giiniimiiz Tiirkiye'si turizm gelirlerinin
ihracata oraninin (Tablo 6) % 25'ler diizeyinde oldugu diisiiniilecek olursa, Tirkiye'nin de turizm iilkesi
olarak kabul edilmesi gerekmektedir.

Bugiin Tiirkiye’nin iki ciddi ekonomik sorunu bulunmaktadir. Bunlar; igsizlik ve dis ticaret acigidir. Bu
iki problemin ¢6ziimiinde ciddi katki saglayacak sektor turizm sektoriidiir.

2012 yihi itibariyle diinyada en ¢ok turist alan iilkeler siralamasinda Tiirkiye 35,7 milyon turist ile
6.sirada, en ¢ok turizm geliri elde eden iilke siralamasinda ise 25,6 milyar dolarlik geliri ile onuncu sirada
yer almistir. Bu durum; diinyanin en hizli gelisen ve biiyiliyen sektorii olan turizmin, diinyadaki gelismelere
paralel olarak Tiirkiye’de de son yillarda, biiyiik bir ilerleme kaydettigini ve hizla gelistigini goéstermektedir.

Bir hizmet sektorii olan turizmin, Tiirkiye ekonomisine yaptigi olumlu katkilar agik¢a ortadadir. 2012
yili itibariyle Tiirkiye’de dis turizm gelirlerinin GSMH’ye oran1 %3,7’ e ulasmustir. I¢ turizm gelirleri
paymin GSMH"ye eklenmesiyle bu pay 2013 yilinda, yaklagik %10’lara ulagmustir.

Turizm sektorii Tiirkiye nin dis ticaret agiklarmin kapatilmasinda da énemli bir yere sahiptir. DPT ve
Kiiltir ve Turizm Bakanliginin yapmis oldugu arastirmalara gore, turizm gelirleri Tiirkiye’nin dig ticaret
aciklariin biiyiik bir boliimiinii karsilamaktadir. 2012 yilinda, 84 milyar dolar civarinda dis ticaret agigi
oldugu tespit edilmis ve turizm gelirleriyle bu ag¢iklarin %43 kapatilmistir.

Soylendigi gibi turizm sektorii Tiirkiye ekonomisi i¢in 6nemli yere sahiptir, 6demeler dengesine etkileri
acisindan 6nemli Glglide cari acigr kapama payr bulunmaktadir. Dolayisiyla sektorle ilgili gerekli tesvik,
desteklerle yeni projeler gelistirilmeli ve sektoriin 6niindeki engelleri kaldirmaya doéniik yapisal 6nlemler bir
an once alinmaldir.

The Analysis of Tourism Sector’s Effect On Turkish Balance of Payments

Tourism, recognized as one of the most important service sectors that enable countries to earn gains in eco-
nomic, social and cultural fields. In this study, the place and the importance of Turkey’s tourism sector in
Turkish economy with a great tourism potential are evaluated. Tourism industry continues to be one of Tur-
key's most important sources of growth. The importance of tourism can be summarized in terms of several
indicators: the tourism income, the share of national income has increased from 0.6 % to 4 % until the last 30
years. On the other hand, the ratio of the income of the export sector income has increased from 10 % up to
20 %. The share of the foreign trade deficit has improved off up to 60 % average with similar tendency. In
this study, by secondary sources, the location of the tourism sector in Turkey Economics and payments are
determined by the balance sheet effects for the period of 1980-2013 the changes seen in the economic sense
in the tourism sector be analyzed with the help of tables.

The evolution of economic theories of wage system

The article noted that the issue of formation of professional state apparatus is all the more urgent against the
background of increasing challenges and threats, both globally and in individual countries. The greatest role
in the professionalization of civil servants assigned to financial incentives, such as wages. The history of the
emergence and development of economic theories of wage system in order to create a holistic view of wages
and the factors that influence on its evolution.
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Social policy in conditions of globalization: experience of developed countries

This paper presents a research of social security in the context of global development in the era of globaliza-
tion. Based on the research of the works of western scholars author found that in the last two decades in the
west largely changed conceptual approach to social policy. The reforms of the social sphere are determined
by the transformation of the social structure and economy, with special emphasis on the competitive aspect of
development. According to the author, the experience of western countries provide important guidance for the
formation of appropriate policy in Kazakhstan.

Key words: modernization, globalization, social policy, social government, state social programs, social secu-
rity.

The formation of state welfare of its people was a significant social achievement of world civilization of
the XX century. The era of the state welfare actually reoriented vector of civilization, accompanied by at-
tempts to revise the principles of socio-economic growth and the role of the state, the changing nature of the
redistribution of national income.
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According to the position of Western scholars, the main problem lies in the fact that since 1990s the
state loses the former exercise to control over the movement of capital, which means that individual govern-
ments can not set interest rates at a level lower than the yield on the international financial markets. As a re-
sult of measures to stimulate economic activity by lowering interest rates, do not lead to the expected effect
of the investment. However, monetary policy has lost its effectiveness as a means of ensuring full employ-
ment, because when interest rates rise any fiscal measures to stimulate the economy lead to an increase in
debt. Industrialized governments that sought to combat with unemployment would have to carry out a coor-
dinated turn to the «policy proposals.» The aim was to establish a productive investment for a minimum rate
of return, higher than, which is provided in the international markets [1].

One of the main points in this scheme — something that is becoming more difficult to finance the «big
social policy» for the necessary borrowing under the new conditions become more expensive as compared to
the previous period, when governments have great potential to attract additional resources. At some point,
these changes began to form a framework strategy to change the role and functions of the state in the econo-
my and social development. This policy is aimed at the transformation of the model from the new context of
interaction between the various sectoral and corporate interests, social partners and social groups. An im-
portant process is the change in the balance between the factors of production (capital and labor), that at the
level of society is reflected in the strengthening of the positions of entrepreneurs and major government ef-
forts aimed at improving the effectiveness of competition policy.

This policy is developed in two directions. On the one hand, to reduce costs and increase productivity of
enterprises use the traditional approach of pressure on wages, tax cuts and social spending. On the other —
of the new (global) context of competition state in Western countries actively contributes to the quality of
factors of production by stimulating research programs, industrial policy, the introduction of new technolo-
gies, development of training programs.

However, the persistence of the international economic position actually «paid» a reduction in disposa-
ble income and total consumption (public and private). As a result, there was a situation when suffering a
major factor of macroeconomic equilibrium. At the same time, if competition policy is ineffective, it leads to
a deterioration of the trade balance and, therefore, reduces the level of national welfare. But also in the stabi-
lization of the trade balance through monetary policy by encouraging interest rates increases the probability
of bankruptcy of enterprises and job losses.

Consequently, the growing competition of countries with low production costs (especially with an
abundance of cheap labor), developing in many industry fields, is becoming a factor reducing the wealth and
employment in industrialized countries with high costs. At the same time, the rise in unemployment reduces
the ability of the institutions of the welfare state to finance social spending.

Such is the logic of the basic paradigm, justifies the need for far-reaching reforms of the social sphere in
the national interest. And this position is well represented in countries with different models of social policy,
as Western Europe and the United States.

Meanwhile, a large model of social policy has demonstrated high stability. Although globalization has
stimulated social and economic reforms in the Western countries, it has not led to a reduction in state social
spending, because they continue to be implemented primarily by the schemes established in the preceding
period.

According to specialists’ calculation, for the period 1970-1990s in the average share of social spending
has increased everywhere in the 3—7 % and was higher in countries with greater centralization and state ac-
tivity. Moreover, the growth of this index exceeded the level needed to compensate for the increase in the
number of pensioners. In addition, in most industrialized countries has increased employment in the public
sector, especially in countries with social democratic model to 20 % (an increase of 6.5 %) [2].

It’s necessary to take into consideration, that this approach is focused on the part of the global process,
due, apparently, the development of expertise in the global economy. If we start from the quality of the fac-
tors of production, the Western countries have yet significant and long-term benefits associated with contin-
uous information technology revolution and socio-economic policy, giving priority to increase investment
and employment in technologically advanced industries. At the same time, however, there is a certain social
«fault» because the winners are highly qualified specialists. Others categories, in particular the massive layer
of semi-skilled workers employed in traditional areas, in an open economy lose its stable. Hence, the likeli-
hood of increased social and professional income differentiation.

During this period, there was an alternative point of view that in modern conditions the government re-
ceives a great opportunity to obtain loans with lower risk of rising interest rates and encourage capital out-
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flows. The argument is logical enough, because in the global economy competition in the capital market
should increase, which means that borrowing — to become cheaper [3]. It follows that not only decreased,
and increased opportunities for large social policy. While the global financial crisis of 2008, worsening the
debt problem, and hence the rise in interest rates significantly weakens this position.

Meanwhile, when considering issues of social policy must take into account the role of the most im-
portant institutional factor of globalization — multinational companies of the developed-countries. These
structures have acquired a high degree of autonomy, their interests become dominant, they win, regardless of
the nature of the transformation of international competition and largely influence the policy states. In addi-
tion, a large role is played by the institutions and mechanisms involved in the regulation of international
trade conditions and activities in the interests of social welfare and well-being goals.

However, the development in the global economy for many countries can not be serious prospects
without the formation of adequate institutions of international and regional social policy, to achieve the cor-
rection of income distribution between countries. Such a policy, in particular, is carried out in the EU
through appropriate funds to support and alignment factors of socio-economic development [4]. EU experi-
ence shows that social policy, which is aimed at a more equitable distribution of assets and resources, is one
of the most important factors of economic growth and technological progress.

Statement of social development issues in the context of international institutions — an important con-
dition that can stimulate the growth of welfare throughout the world. However, this process is only in its in-
fancy. At the same time, the role of global factors in the social policies of the industrialized countries is
somewhat exaggerated. Unification of social policy at the minimum level does not happen, the model of the
welfare state retain their differences, which are determined largely dominant political, social and national
tradition.

Strategy and policy of the state in the social sector has undergone certain changes associated with the
change of priorities. In countries with so-called «coordinated market economies» («continental European
model»), the state seeks to boost competitiveness as a major factor for the solution of social and economic
problems, and attaches great importance to an active dialogue with the social partners of the state. In the lib-
eral model of the state plays a less significant role in the regulation of social and institutional cooperation. At
the same time, the specificity of reforms in the most active welfare state («social-democratic model») is that
they remain committed to the principles of equity and universality, social solidarity, to maintain a high level
of social welfare payments, despite the development of the commercialization of the social sphere [5].

The process of transformation of the state welfare is aimed at restructuring the system of social benefits
on the basis of the transition from a passive to an active social policy. The emphasis is on employment, train-
ing, children care, youth and the elderly, the fight against poverty and social exclusion. Particular attention is
paid to the problem of pensions based on the «revision of the contract between the generations.»

This policy is based on a new concept of social justice and gives priority to the model, value-oriented
post-industrial society, especially the value of skilled labor and knowledge. This takes into account the fact
that in modern conditions the desire for regular employment is largely due not only to the need to generate
income, but also with the desire for social status, prestige, security, communication and participation in
community activities [6].

Government in some industrialized countries have tried to maintain their commitment to welfare policy
by creating jobs in the public sector, and in some countries, the state implemented a policy of deregulation
and lower wages in order to attract investment in jobs with low wages. In the United States encouraged the
use of low-wage labor from developing countries. In Germany, employment protection carried out in less
productive sectors and employment growth strategy for high-performance enterprises [4; 11].

Comparative analysis shows that countries with high levels of performance can remain competitive de-
spite the high wages and social spending. The growth of social programs can contribute to motivation and
provide greater social consensus, but at the same time — to complicate the situation of the labor force at the
global and national levels.

The growth of «flexibility» of labor, a shift towards conservation of the periphery of low wages, unsta-
ble employment contracts are a reflection of the changes in social development and transformation of the
labor market, its division into privileged (providing high incomes, stable position) and peripheral (low in-
come, unstable position).

In this regard, in the 1990s began to seriously consider alternative strategies of social policy. One of
them — civilian income, or «income from participation», which involves the universal right to a guaranteed
social minimum, while at the same time the government does not assume other responsibilities in the area of
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income support. This approach is designed to encourage people to increase income through work that ex-
tends to additional payments, including in times of sickness and old age. Another option would be to provide
appropriate social benefits and services, but are set such verification mechanisms and assets that should elim-
inate the possibility of payments to wealthy groups.

New approaches are required to justify the need for a compromise between competitiveness and social
policy. According to this position, certain types of public expenditure are beneficial to capital in the form of
investment in education, expanding the multiplier effect of consumption at the expense of social spending, as
well as political stability. It should be borne in mind that the costs, according to this approach, should be
funded by consumers without affecting the enterprise [4; 20].

Since the mid of 1980s is undergoing profound shift in the development of social welfare in the United
States, where the growing emphasis on market mechanisms and targeted policies, receives active develop-
ment and commercialization of the process of decentralization in the provision of social services. The princi-
ple of a balance of rights and responsibilities is declared as a new approach.

In the mid of 1990s with the adoption of a program of temporary assistance to needy families this pro-
cess has been developed. State administrations may enter into agreements with private companies in respect
of training programs. It is believed that the policy promotes the formation of a model of partnership with
employers. In some states, they receive subsidies on the payroll and tax incentives for recruitment.

In the US, the ideology of social reform based on «moral grounds» — typical of the liberal model in
general (and its American version in particular). They boil down to the fact that it is unacceptable to live at
the expense of the state, except for extreme situations — for example, in a sustained and significant disability
(disability). Since the 1990s, social policy in this country is considered mainly in the context of active
measures — employment of persons receiving social benefits. One of the main provisions of the law of 1996
limits of 60 months (based on the total period of work experience) the duration of social assistance. The ma-
jority of its recipients — a single mother.

According to this law, the maximum duration of benefits for social assistance is limited to five years,
and the age of the child when the parents are exempt from the obligation to work is reduced from 3 to 1 year.
At the same time it strengthens the requirements for participation in active programs, and since 2002 has
been increased from 20 to 30 hours of work per week duration for parents of children aged over 6 years. In
addition, for those who have no children up to 6 years old, she picked 30 hours, of which at least 20 hours
must be given real work and not used for education and training. The new policy states received considerable
rights to develop employment programs [7].

These measures are based on the concept of social policy that triggers the obligation to provide assis-
tance recipients to work or actively looking for work. To this end, there are new financial incentives — such
as the ability to simultaneously obtain financial aid and wages, introduced the practice of «negative tax.»
And the government formally made major progress since the period 1994-2001 years, the number of welfare
recipients fell nearly tripled — from 14.4 million to 5.3 million people [8].

However, this does not contribute to a fundamental improvement of the situation, because there was an
increase the number of low-paying jobs that do not provide perspective, does not provide sustainable em-
ployment, doomed to a low standard of living.

Some elements of this policy have been applied in the countries of Western Europe, which were tight-
ened requirements for the rights to unemployment benefits. According to the adopted program in the UK, the
unemployed can not find a job within two months (in some cases — six), he is obliged to participate in pub-
lic works. At the same time social assistance is limited to a period of five years, and in the case of a person
ignores these terms and conditions, payment of benefits ceases. In contrast to the US model, in Western Eu-
rope focuses on increasing opportunities for employment and «shared responsibility» of the social partners in
relation to social exclusion and measures to be taken in this case [9].

In general, the risk of social policy at the American type in Western Europe is limited, given the social
achievements, significant commitment to public values of justice and solidarity. In particular, Western ex-
perts believe that the social welfare system in the nordic countries effectively structured and able to confront
the new challenges of an aging society and the transformation of the economy. One advantage is the availa-
bility of basic income security, which provides protection not only against poverty and social exclusion, but
also problems associated with outages. For example, in Finland and Sweden, social assistance provides the
highest level of income: an average of 60—70 % of the average wage, while in other countries the figure is
about 50 % (less high level typical for the UK) [10]. A wide network of social services to ensure the needs of
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families in the education of children, and a high level of employment helps to reduce the financial pressure
on pension systems.

Revealing the development of social policy in Denmark, where in the 1990s were significantly tight-
ened rules for obtaining unemployment benefits (maximum duration of payment reduced from nine to four
years). Active control measures also expressed in the development of information and consulting services,
various forms of training, subsidized employment in the public and private sectors. In addition, labor market
policy emphasis on decentralization was established 14 regional councils of representatives of the social
partners and local authorities. They are designed not only to participate in the development of regional policy
in the labor market, but also in establishing close relationships between businesses, educational institutions,
social services and employment centers [6; 99].

In the UK, social policy has a high level of coverage, although not fully universal (except health): The
system benefits the National Insurance Scheme does not apply to adult inactive population and those receiv-
ing income less certain (threshold) level. In the structure of public social expenditure is much more repre-
sented benefit the social assistance system based on means-tested. One of the strategic issues — that the
country loses in terms of investment in human capital, which is a factor of relatively high levels of poverty
and social exclusion.

One of the most important areas of social modernization in the Western countries — the reform of pen-
sion systems. Their development should be viewed in the context of changes in the dynamics of aggregate
capital structure, as well as conditions of domestic and international competition. In the previous step, pen-
sion systems were formed based on the priority of social goals. This is what led to significant advances in the
field of pensions. The peculiarity of the present stage — that to the fore once again come economic factors.

Maintaining the level of retirement income to be implemented at the expense of structural and paramet-
ric changes in pension systems (see table 2). Practically, this means that for a pension at the same level you
must purchase additional pension rights. This strategy involves the promotion of occupational pension
schemes and voluntary pension insurance companies, group and individual savings and retirement plans.

Summary disposition, which calls for the transformation of the pension systems, is related to two main
factors. Firstly, in terms of shifts in the age structure of the population and the increasing number of people
of retirement age traditional pension systems, operating under the aegis of the state, have a limited capacity
to save and the more Growth retirement income. Secondly, it is a factor of a new social structure, when a
large part of the population (as opposed to the period of formation of a comprehensive distribution system)
has a relatively high income, which creates the possibility for the formation of a new social security system
commensurate with the Incomes of the population.

Countries with traditionally highly social policy and a large role for the state in income distribution
have to revise old standards — at least in the framework of mandatory pension systems. In Germany, the
goal — to maintain in 2030 the proportion of 67 — 68 % of the average salary of a worker subject to 45
years of pensionable service within the statutory system (first-tier pension system). In Finland, this object is
set to 60 % as part of the statutory system, regardless of income level (subject to the full length of service of
40 years). Such goals in the second and third levels can be seen in the extent to which the premiums are ex-
cluded from taxable income. In the Netherlands, this level is limited to necessary to ensure the overall level
of substitution of 70 % of income after 40 years of seniority. In Italy, it is assumed that the system of fixed
fees, the formation of which was completed in 2035, will lead to a significant reduction in the size of pen-
sions for the same length of employment and retirement age. The level of income replacement worker retir-
ing at 60 years and has 35 years of insurance experience, will decrease from 67.1 % in 2010 to 56 — in 2020
and 48.1 % in 2050 [11].

Meanwhile, the achievement of these levels is problematic because a significant part of the workforce
has seniority and salary levels that are insufficient to meet the established indicators.

The question of the level of income replacement is one of the central problems in the reforms of pen-
sions. The social policies of many EU countries actually provides stricter rules of basic pensions. Under the
previous system of pensions were calculated on a more favorable basis for considered «reduced» and «Cus-
tom» periods, which provides a higher base rate of wages. As a result, the pension is calculated on more fa-
vorable terms. However, reforms involve keeping longer periods of work, and even all of the seniority that
worsens conditions pensions.

In the last two decades in the Western countries largely unchanged conceptual approach to social poli-
cy. This is evidenced by the position became widespread, associated with the formation of a system of tar-
geted social protection. However, these changes are not directly related to the impact of global factors. Re-
form of the social sphere are due, above all, the transformation of the social structure and economy, and the
competitive aspect of the development is paramount. However, it is not opposed to social policy. The princi-
ple of equilibrium and motivating the relationship between economic and social factors, despite the changes,
is still seen, especially in the EU, as a condition of successful modernization.

Experience the Western countries give a very important reference points for the establishment of appro-
priate policy in Kazakhstan. Of course, it can not be mechanically transformed on Kazakhstan. But it does
not take into account also can not, because it has both national and universal aspects.

One of the main problems is that in Kazakhstan is not formed equilibrium and effective system of in-
come distribution between social groups, between economic sectors, between public and private sectors. The
current income distribution is not conducive to solving strategic problems of development of the Kazakh so-
ciety.

However, the country adopted such regulations as the Law «On social protection of citizens suffered
from nuclear tests at the Semipalatinsk nuclear test site», «On social protection of citizens affected by the
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environmental disaster in the Aral Sea»; created State Social Insurance Fund, the State Fund for employ-
ment. Pension Fund. Law «On the state targeted social assistance».

Targeted assistance in a limited manner establishes the range of persons entitled to receive targeted
benefits: citizens of Kazakhstan, repatriates, persons with refugee status, foreigners and stateless persons
who have residence permits and permanent residence in the Republic of Kazakhstan, with incomes not ex-
ceeding features poverty. The person himself/herself, or on behalf of the family applies for the appointment
of targeted social assistance to the authorized body on a residence with application form with the number of
social individual code. Size of social benefit is calculated on the person authorized body in the form of the
difference between per capita income and the poverty line of the region. Average per capita income of the
person or each member of the family is calculated by total income (all income other than housing and target-
ed social assistance actually received in cash or in kind for a specified period of time) obtained in the quarter
preceding the quarter for the purpose of treatment of targeted social assistance, number of family members
and three months [12].

We agree with the developers of the law is that with very limited financial resources of the state princi-
ple of targeted social assistance is the only real way to keep most of the poor. Nevertheless, there are several
barriers to its effective implementation.

So, when trying to implement a system of targeted state aid experimentally in the Komi Republic, Vol-
gograd and Voronezh regions of Russia through loans of the World Bank revealed the following picture:
many families with both income and poor, become eligible for social security benefits, so applicants for aid
were more. In our view, concerns about the emergence of a similar situation in Kazakhstan are not unfounded.

The second problem is that the allowance is paid, equal to the difference between per capita income and
human poverty (1956 tenge) — a paltry sum, not even making it possible to meet the minimum needs of
people in power (the cost of the minimum consumer basket equal to 4890 tenge). So, a person receiving so-
cial aid remains below the poverty line. Nevertheless, despite a number of gaps in the legislation of the Re-
public of Kazakhstan, the lack of a comprehensive mechanism to solve this problem, is encouraging, the fact
that the leaders of many countries and, in particular, and Kazakhstan, have realized the paramount need to
solve social problems, not just economic. After all, while for the subjects of the market economy there is a
problem worsening crime situation in the society, the growth of infant mortality, incidence of acute infec-
tious diseases and other negative social phenomena resulting from the increasing scale of the army of the
poor, there can be no question of building a developed market economy. In this connection I would like to
quote the words of Holmes: «The main thing in this world is not where we stand, and then, in what direction
we are moving.

The implementation of concession projects
in the Republic of Kazakhstan as a tool for coordination
of economic interests a public-private partnership

The article discusses the current trends of formation and development of concession projects in the Republic
of Kazakhstan as an important tool for coordination of economic interests between the state and private
business. The ongoing research developed organizational and economic model for constructing the
concession project focused on the elimination of «bottlenecks» in the economic system and the intensification
of innovation processes in the economy. The main strategic guidelines of concession projects identified target
aspects of the development of business projects in the industrial business.
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
